Thank my family, my 
wife Norma is here today, and the County Legislature for all your support.  I am 
looking forward to another four years.”

 The Clerk announced that the first order of business was the election of a 
Chair.  Legislator Huttleston nominated Legislator Weston, seconded by Legislator 
Oberbeck.  Legislator Monell moved to close the nominations, seconded by 
Legislator McEwen.  On roll call vote all members voted Aye and the Clerk cast one 
ballot and Legislator Weston was appointed Chair of the Tioga County Legislature 
for a one year term.   

 
County Clerk Robert Woodburn swore Legislator Dale Weston in as Chair 

of the Tioga County Legislature for 2010. 
 

Chair Weston spoke.  “Thank you.  I would like to offer a welcome to this, 
our first session of the Tioga County Legislature in 2010.  At the same time I extend 
my thanks to you, the Legislators, for the nomination of the position of Legislative 
Chair.  The challenge we have ahead of us in 2010 is a monumental one.  In 2009 we 
saved money by cutting budgets, consolidating space, implanting a 60 day hiring 
freeze, cutting personnel, and using money from the fund balance to name a few.  In 
my estimation the cost cutting we did in 2009 may well pale in comparison to the 
task confronting us in the year 2010. 

 
 “A reality check.  The New York State Government has no good financial 
news on the horizon.  We have no idea what the Federal Government will be doing 
with regard to our revenue potential.  The Tioga County sales tax, an important 
source of our revenue, declined in 2009.   
 
 “Unless we continue in last year’s direction, the reality is that the taxpayers 
of Tioga County will have to bear the burden of balancing the budget.  To me this is 
unacceptable.  So my fellow Legislators I am issuing each and every one including 
myself a challenge to take this burden from the taxpayers backs and yet maintain 
the essential services needed by our citizens and those mandated by the State of New 
York.  We are starting this game on our own one yard line and the only thing that I 
can be sure of at this particular time is there will be no winners and there will be 
many many losers.   
 
 It is the duty of the Legislature to attempt to equalize the anticipated 
sacrifices.  The job requires the best we Legislators each have to give.  I would also 
like to thank my wife Joan and my son Brent for stopping down.  I did not expect 
that they were going to be here.”   
 

The Chair announced the next order of business was the election of a Deputy 
Chair.  Legislator McEwen nominated Legislator Sauerbrey, seconded by Legislator 
Oberbeck.  Legislator Monell moved to close the nominations, seconded by 
Legislator McEwen.  On roll call vote all members voted Aye and the Chair cast one 
ballot and Legislator Sauerbrey was appointed Deputy Chair of the Tioga County 
Legislature for a one year term.

31, 2010; after which the Unified Court System will contract for such services 
directly; and 
 
WHEREAS: The County does not wish to employ directly the individual court 
attendants but would rather contract with a temporary worker service to provide 
the services to the Court; and 
 
WHEREAS:  Kelly Services, Inc. is willing to provide such a service; and 
 
WHEREAS: The Unified Court System is agreeable to allow Kelly Services, Inc. to 
provide such services on behalf of the County and is willing to reimburse the 
County for all costs associated with the Kelly Services, Inc. contract; and  
 
WHEREAS:  Kelly Services, Inc. has provided a contract providing court attendant 
services at $12.33 per hour effective January 4, 2010 to March 31, 2010, which has 
been reviewed and approved by the County Attorney; now therefore be it 
 
RESOLVED:  That the Chair of the Legislature is authorized to execute the Kelly 
Services, Inc. contract providing Court Attendant services to the Unified Court 
System from January 4, 2010 to March 31, 2010 at a rate of $12.33 per hour.

 Chair Weston asked Legislator Oberbeck to have a moment of prayer.  
“Thank you heavenly Father for bringing us here today.  May you give us wisdom 
and guidance through these proceedings and may your countenance and blessing be 
on those men and women that are serving our Country so faithfully.”

 “Margaret began her career as a Public Health Nurse for Tioga County in 
1983.  For over 25 years she has given her patients excellent care, always ensuring 
they are well informed and have the best possible care.  She has been with the Public 
Health Department long enough that she is now doing postpartum visits to people 
she visited 25 years ago when they were newborns.  Margaret’s care and compassion 
allow her to serve the patients well, always giving of her own time, and going the 
extra mile for patients from babies to adults.   
 
 “Well respected by her coworkers for her professionalism and work ethic the 
Tioga County Health Department is very fortunate to have Margaret on their staff.  
She has a very special way of interacting with people that makes them feel very 
comfortable.  Margaret lives in Barton with her husband Jim and their two 
daughters, Kerri and Kate.” 
 
 Hans Peeters, Public Health Director, spoke.  “Margaret Shuler, Public 
Health extraordinaire.  She has been doing this for a long time.  She got hooked to it 
when she first started.  She is a good promoter for public health and she has just 
been doing great.  As you can see from her coworkers being here and her 
Supervisor, but I just want to say one thing you know how China has different 
symbols for every year.  Year of the Dragon and so on, but the year 2009 is the year 
for Margaret Shuler.  You ask why, Margaret has received awards from her  
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coworkers up to the State Health Department.  Margaret received the team member 
of the quarter for 2009 from the Health Department.

 “This job was made for me and I could not be accepting this today if I could 
not acknowledge my wonderful coworkers that are just unbelievable to work with.  
We have just all chipped in and nobody complains, and we just get the job done and 
I am pretty amazed we have been able to accomplish what we have with our very 
small team.  I really think we are a department and a County of the year because I 
am one person and behind every one person that gets an award are actually a very 
small number in my department that are doing all the same work I am.  I really feel 
it is a group effort.

“The Public 
Safety Committee met last week and at that time Sheriff Gary Howard reported 
that Lieutenant Dave Monell was selected as the New York State Sheriff’s 
Association’s Corrections Officer of the year and that is very prestigious.  He went 
to Albany and received that recognition, and I think that is just an example of the 
kind of employees that we have working for us.” 
 

Chari Weston read the 2009 Highlights of the State of the County Address. 
 
Areas of note within Tioga County in 2009 and 2010 goals. 
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I. On the Economic Development front: 
• Department of Economic Development is the contact source for information 

gathering on Natural Gas Exploration. 

• Economic Development, in conjunction with the Village of Owego, wrote a 
RESTORE NY grant application, which resulted in $950,000 for restoration 
and new construction. 

• Four PILOT agreements reached conclusion.  These companies are now 
paying 100% of their property tax. 

• Assisted two separate companies with their expansion projects, which 
resulted in over $10 million of investment. 

• Planning continued its active involvement in preparing for the 2010 Census. 
It is also involved with flood mitigation efforts and the participation in the 
Susquehanna Heritage Area designation which would allow county and 
municipalities access to dedicated state funding for heritage related projects. 

II. County Government News: 
• In 2009, our County, State and National economies continued to struggle. 

The program growth in Food Stamps saw the number of recipients grow 
from 4,381 to 5,692.  This represents an unprecedented 30% growth. 

• Public Health took the lead in minimizing the spread of H1N1 virus. The 
department immunized young adults and children starting in November. 

• A total of all fees collected by the County Clerks Office and DMV was $1.85 
million for Tioga County. 

• Fixed Assets moved from the Information Technology back to Records 
Management. 

• The Buildings and Grounds workers reconstructed space at the County 
Office Building for Cornell Cooperative Extension.  This renovation allowed 
the D.M.V. to relocate back at 56 Main Street thereby saving taxpayers 
$52,500 per year.  

• The Public Works Department obtained $1.5 million in federal stimulus 
money for the replacement of the Southside Dr. Bridge over Pumpelly 
Creek. 

• The Treasurer’s auction of 42 foreclosed properties last summer produced a 
surplus of $183,000. 

• The Treasurer’s Office collected $968,000 in interest penalties and fees in 
2009.  

 

III. Overall good news for the County: 
• The Sheriff Department’s revenues finished 3.4% above goal at $696,000. 

• 2009 was the third year for allowing Pennsylvania residents to use the 
Barton Transfer station facility. They were required to purchase a permit 
for a $25.00 annual fee.  This generated $7,150 in revenue for one year. 

• Reduced Legislative mileage - savings $5,490. 

• Annual savings from increase in Legislators health insurance contributions 
$1,440. 

• 60-day delay on backfills – savings $120,000 between April and December 
2009 

• Switched Security at Health & Human Services – savings $70,000. 
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• Non-Union dental insurance removed – savings $24,000. 

• No pay increases to non-union staff – savings $39,650. 

• Elimination of positions – total savings, including unfunded, $438,000. 

• Resolution adopted for no pay increases to part-time employees- Savings 
approximately $16,600. 

 

IV. 2010 Goals 

• Construct the Southside Drive, Lockwood, Tappan, and East River at Kirby 
Park bridge replacements.  

• Construct Phases 1 and 2 of the Courthouse Exterior Renovation Project. 

• Prepare plan for closing of redundant bridges. 

• Reconfigure space to relocate the County Historian, Records Department, 
and the Safety Officer from our building on Parker Lane in Owego. Then 
sell the building and return it to the tax base. 

• Complete a lighting efficiency project at the Public Safety Building, thereby 
saving on electricity costs. 

• Legislative meetings regarding cost saving initiatives for the 2011 budget 
have started. 

• Implement plan to save 12.7% on car registrations by informing the public 
to bring in or send their registrations to our local DMV Office.

WHEREAS:  The exploration and extraction of natural gas from the Marcellus 
shale and other geologic formations in the southern tier and central New York has 
become a major economic factor such that gas companies are leasing thousands of 
acres of land; and 
 
WHEREAS:  Section 215 of the County Law as presently written limits the period 
of time a County can enter into a lease to five years; and 
 
WHEREAS:  Gas companies seeking to lease land, in order to recover the large 
investment costs, require that the term of leasehold extend for such time as the well 
is productive and not be limited to a finite five year term; and 
 
WHEREAS:  Counties which operate under a charter form of government have the 
ability to provide in their respective charters for authority to enter into leases 
beyond the five year limit and such ability is denied to non-charter Counties; and 
 
WHEREAS:  All Counties should be afforded equal protection under the law to 
enable the respective County governments to determine the terms of leases for its 
own land, if any County shall determine it to be in the public interest to enter into 
one or more of such leases; and 
 
WHEREAS:  The State of New York permits the leasing of State land for natural 
gas exploration and extraction for so long as gas is produced in commercially paying 
quantities; and 
 
WHEREAS:  Remedial legislation sponsored by Senator Thomas W. Libous, 
Assemblyman William Magee and Assemblyman Clifford W. Crouch, denoted as 
Senate Bill #S.6325 and Assembly Bill #A.9727 respectively, has been introduced to 
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amend County Law Section 215 to permit a County to enter into a lease under terms 
it deems proper and that the period of such lease for the exploration and drilling for 
and extraction of natural gas and liquefied natural gas may extend for as long a 
period of time as the gas is produced in commercially paying quantities; now

Whereas: The Family Resource Centers of Tioga County, a program of Cornell Cooperative 
Extension of Tioga County in collaboration with Tioga County families and agencies, will 
again sponsor a Family Fun Night on May 22nd, 2010 to celebrate Tioga County’s 
investment in the safety and nurturing of all children; and 
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Whereas:  All citizens should become more aware of the negative effects of child abuse and 
prevention activities within the community, and become involved in supporting parents and 
families so that children can live in safe, nurturing homes; now therefore 
 
THE TIOGA COUNTY LEGISLATURE, does hereby proclaim April 2010 as  
 

Child Abuse Prevention Month 
 
in Tioga County and call upon all citizens, community agencies, religious organizations, 
medical facilities, and businesses to increase their participation in our efforts to insure that all 
children are raised in safe, nurturing families, thereby strengthening the communities in 
which we live. 
 
 Gail Barton spoke.  “I gave each one of you a button to wear in support of 
April as Child Abuse Prevention Month.  How do we prevent child abuse and 
neglect?  If you would like to hear more about this topic you are invited to attend 
the next Community Resource Forum sponsored by Catholic Charities this 
Thursday, April 15 at 8:30 a.m. at St. Patrick’s Church hall here in Owego. 
 
 “If you were asked that question as an individual, how do you prevent child 
abuse and neglect, what would you say?  If you were asked that question as a 
member of the community you live in, how would you respond?  Hopefully your 
answer would not be to involve Social Services, Law Enforcement, or the Legal 
System because by the time those systems are called into action it is not about 
prevention.  An easier question to answer might be why should we prevent child 
abuse and neglect?  The answer we all would probably give is because I want all 
children to be safe, happy, and healthy, and to have the best chance in life they 
possibly can.  A less obvious answer might be I would like to prevent child abuse 
and neglect because I would like to decrease mental illness, decrease domestic 
violence, decrease substance abuse, and decrease the number of people who are in 
prisons.  These are all problems that have a huge direct cost to society and all 
problems that can be the consequences of child abuse and neglect.   
 
 “Child abuse and neglect are caused by a complex mix of child, family, 
community, and social factors.  There are no simple solutions to preventing it.  
Child abuse and neglect prevention is about doing what we need to do as soon as we 
can so families are connected to the resources and supports they need to ensure the 
healthy development of children.  Research findings in the area of early care and 
support and education have been impressive.  Because early childhood interventions 
have been shown to substantially affect many aspects of children’s well being they 
may also provide avenues for reducing abuse and neglect.   
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 “In Tioga County we are very fortunate to have the Lourdes Pact Program 
that works with parents prenatally in their own homes.  We have a great resource in 
the parenting education programs of Cornell Cooperative Extension.  The Tioga 
County Youth Bureau prioritizes funding programs that address the prevention of 
child abuse and neglect, and there are other fine community organizations and 
individuals in Tioga County dedicated to helping parents.  I appreciate the 
resources and support already available here, but I strongly support increasing our 
child abuse and neglect prevention efforts whether individually as a community or 
as leaders responsible for allocating valuable resources.   
 

“I thank the Tioga County Legislature for the recognition of April as Child 
Abuse Prevention Month.  I hope we will each do something not only in recognition 
of April as Child Abuse Prevention Month, but every month to support a parent 
who may be in need of help before Social Services, Law Enforcement, or the Legal 
System become a reality in their lives.

I. POLICY 

It is the Policy of Tioga County to allow unpaid academic and vocational 
internship programs and to provide opportunities for career explorations 
and experiences.  Internships can benefit both the participant and the 
County by promoting the exchange of information and education, exposing 
students to county government and encouraging careers in public service. 
 
Departments will be considered for participation in internship and career 
explorations and experience programs, with Legislative Committee approval, 
if such program is unpaid and part of an accredited academic or vocational 
program for which the intern receives academic or vocational credit. 
 
The following criteria will be applied to such programs: 

a. The training and work assignments are to be aligned with the field 
of study. 

b. The training must be for the benefit of the intern. 
c. The intern should not displace regular County workers and will 

work under the observation of county personnel. 
d. Although employment with Tioga County following an internship 

is not prohibited, interns are not entitled to employment at the end 
of the internship. 

e. The intern and County understand that the intern is not entitled to 
wages for the internship period. 

 
II. PROCEDURE 

If a Department Head desires to host or participate in an internship or 
experience program, the following information must be provided to the 
Legislative Committee by the Department Head as planned for by the 
Department Head and/or solicited from the intern’s academic or vocational 
program: 

• Name of the sponsoring academic or vocational program or school 

• Name of the program/class 

• Name of the academic/vocational faculty member supervising the 
intern 

• Length of the internship 
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• Program requirements, such as: 
o Minimum/maximum hours 
o County oversight needed or time devoted by Department staff 
o Reports required of the department by the sponsoring 

academic/vocational program 

• Expected duties of the intern while at the County 

• Plan for supervision of the intern during the program 
 

The above information is to be submitted to the Legislative Committee for 
approval prior to commencement of the internship. 
 
If approval is received from the Legislative Committee, the Department 
Head must submit the Contract/Agreement from the academic/vocational 
institute to the County Attorney for review and approval prior to 
commencement of the internship. 
 
Once the Legislative Committee has approved an internship program, the 
Department Head is not required to solicit Committee approval for each 
individual intern. 
 
The Department Head will report to the Legislative Committee at the end of 
the internship. 
 

III. REGULATIONS 
All Departments that intend to participate in these programs must develop a 
specific and detailed program on what will be expected during the internship 
period.  Participants will be provided with a copy of this Policy, Procedure 
and Regulations and will sign and date the same to indicate their 
understanding and acceptance.  A copy of the signed document shall be 
provided to the supervising faculty member if a performance issue arises. 
 

1. GENERAL: 

• Each intern must be assigned to a specific supervisor, who will be 
responsible for the intern’s mentoring and development; 

• Work is expected to be substantive and varied, and applicable to 
the field of study; 

• Conditions such as nature of the work to be performed, 
supervisory arrangement, work schedule and responsibilities of 
the intern should be established with the student before s/he 
reports to the County; 

• Interns are in no way considered as staff members of the County 
and consequently shall not be entitled to any rights or benefits of 
staff members and shall not represent themselves as staff members  
externally. 
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2. EXPECTATIONS: 

• All interns are to attend training arranged by the Department 
Head with Information Technology to review the Annual Safety 
Training, Workplace Violence Prevention Training and necessary 
computer training; 

• Department Heads are responsible for ensuring each Intern 
reviews County Policy 14, 25, 30, 31, 36 (if applicable), 49 and 53, 
then signs an acknowledgement of having done so; 

• Interns are expected to comply with the rules and procedures of 
the County and are expected to conduct themselves in a 
professional manner; 

• The intern’s appearance is considered a reflection of the level of 
professionalism and dedication to the department.  Interns are 
expected to reflect the dress code of the department in which they 
are assigned; 

• Interns are expected to meet high standards of personal conduct 
and professional ethics, as well as to maintain attention to 
punctuality, deadlines and cooperation with others;   

• The intern will have a work schedule. If unable to work because of 
illness or unforeseen emergency, the department must be notified 
before the start of the normal workday; 

• Department Heads are to submit a request to the Director of 
Information Technology for computer access for the intern, if such 
access is needed, with the Director of Information Technology 
having final say in what systems the intern is provided access to; 

• Interns may only drive a County vehicle if approved by the 
County Attorney prior to the commencement of the internship and 
subsequent enrollment in the LENS program occurs through the 
Safety Officer; 

• The Department Head must require the intern to complete and 
return the Emergency Contact Sheet available on the intranet. 
 

3. CONFIDENTIALITY: 
Tioga County takes its duty of confidentiality very seriously.  The 
intern understands that s/he may come into contact with 
confidential information, the disclosure of which may violate 
County Policy and/or State law.  The intern undertakes to exercise 
the utmost discretion in all matters of official business of the 
County and not to use, under any circumstances, any information 
about the County or its clients acquired during the internship, or 
to communicate said information to a third party, or to publish it, 
even after the end of the internship, except with the formal written 
consent of the County. Should the intern be found in violation of 
this obligation, the County reserves the right to terminate the 
internship and to engage in any applicable legal proceedings. 
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4. TERMINATION: 

• If the intern fails to perform and behave in accordance with 
policies, procedure and regulations of the County, or violates State 
regulation or law, the County may decide to terminate the 
internship at any time.  The supervising faculty member shall be 
notified of such termination; 

• The County reserves the right to terminate a program with an 
academic or vocational institution in accordance with the terms of 
the contract; 

• Any items provided to the intern by the County are the property 
of the County and must be returned upon leaving the internship.

WHEREAS: These residents are vital and integral members of our society and their 
wisdom and experience have enriched our lives; and 

WHEREAS:  The health and well-being of disabled and elderly people in our county 
should be one of our highest priorities and of concern to all Americans; and

important resources of our county, and it is fitting that we recognize the need to 
protect their health, safety, and rights; and 

WHEREAS:  Abuse of the elderly and people with disabilities in domestic and 
institutional settings is a wide-spread problem, affecting hundreds of thousands of 
people across the country; and 

WHEREAS:  Elder abuse is underreported because the elderly who are being 
abused find it very difficult to tell anyone and are usually ashamed and sometimes 
afraid; and 

WHEREAS:  Elder abuse happens to men and women of all income levels, all 
cultural and ethnic groups, whether they are in good health or incapacitated in some 
way, in poor neighborhoods and in suburbia; and 

WHEREAS:  Many of the cases investigated by Adult Protective Services in New 
York involve self-neglect and it is our duty as citizens to reach out to people in need; 
now therefore 

THE TIOGA COUNTY LEGISLATURE does hereby proclaim the month of May 
2010 to be 

Elder Abuse Prevention Month  

in Tioga County, and urge all citizens to work together to help reduce abuse and 
neglect of people who are elderly or have disabilities. 
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 Joseph Albrecht had privilege of the floor.  “Somewhere between here and 
here lies the Patient Protection and the Affordable Healthcare Reform Act of 2010.  
I am not in favor of surprises and although our President indicates that information 
may be an inconvenience, I will disagree with that.  I will share the following with 
you and I hope it makes more sense to you than it makes to me.   
 
 “There is a page very early in the Healthcare Reform Act which indicates a 
summary of benefits and coverage, and I will share that with you.  The standard 
shall ensure that the summary is presented in a culturally and linguistically 
appropriate manner and utilizes terminology understandable by the average plan 
enrollee.  There are 10 sections that have to be indicated in this summary of 
benefits.   
 
 “The standards shall ensure that the summary of benefits and coverage is 
presented in a uniform format that does not exceed four pages in length that does 
not include print smaller than 12 point font.  That must be significant about what I 
know.  Now the areas in the timeline for this Act for the year 2010 and this is where 
the County Legislature may have an input.  The 2010 calendar includes young 
adults on parent plans and that is 26 and childless.  If I saw the trailer on the news 
last night it is 0.7% possible increase in costs.  A prohibition of existing conditions, 
exclusions for children that comes into effect in six months.  A prohibition against 
recession, that is six months.  Prohibition against lifetime benefit caps, that is six 
months.  There is a section of small business tax credits.  There is a national high 
risk pool for preexisting conditions and that involves subsidized coverage.  This is 
where we may end up subsidizing something we do not know about.  That goes into 
effect in 90 days.   
 
 “If you are uninsured for six months there is a temporary high risk pool 
established.  In 2010 there is a basic quantity of 5 billion dollars allocated to do that.  
It does not take a mathematical genius to ask the question.  If there are 32 million 
uninsured they have obviously been uninsured for more than six months and if you 
are going to cover that with 5 billion dollars I do not think there is a great deal of 
coverage there, but again I do not like surprises. 
 
 “There is a State option to expand Medicaid eligibility and I am sure we will 
all grasp that since the State has absolutely no funds available.  There will be a limit 
on the share of a private premium insurers can spend on nonmedical costs, do not 
understand that one.  In 2010 plans must be reported that involve rebates and I do 
not know if I am correct in my thoughts that Tioga County is a self-insured entity.  I 
had that impression, but I am not sure so I leave this to you.  If it involves rebates 
from the plan this too may be an interesting cost.   
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 “There will be annual review of premium increases and again if the County 
is self-insured I do not know where we stand on that.  Rebates for Medicare Part D 
enrollees and the doughnut hole elimination of cost sharing for preventive care in 
Medicare and Private Plans, and that is about it for 2010.   
 
 “The one thing that I would like to make people aware of and this is for 
people who have children who are involved in this Participation in Government 
situation.  In 2010 there is a required minimal essential coverage part of this Reform 
Act that goes into effect, and the reason that I bring it up for the Participation in 
Government, the graduating class from high school of 2010 will participate in three 
of the most important elections that will ever be held in the United States.  It is my 
firm hope that all of them will take time to become informed.  Now I do not have a 
secret source of information, but if you can avoid the emotional garbage that is put 
out by the talk show hosts and they all do it, and listen carefully for the ideas 
presented and the factual basis of what they say, you may begin to get a clearer 
picture of what is actually happening.  I thank you for this opportunity to speak.  I 
will be back again, hopefully I can eliminate more of this and utilize more of this as 
this Healthcare Reform Act becomes clearer.”

WHEREAS:  OWBs were not made for, and never should have, any solid 

waste burned in them; and 

 

WHEREAS:  No other State has required that existing OWBs be taken out of 

service; and  

 

WHEREAS:  Verifiable complaints should be addressed by higher chimney 

and proper fuel use requirements; and 

 

WHEREAS:  Over the past several years a number of actions have 

occurred in support of the development of cleaner-burning and more 

efficient OWB devices, including: 

• In August 2005, the then NY Attorney General and 6 other State 

Attorney Generals, Northeast States for Coordinated Air Use 

Management (NESCAUM), which was support by the Hearth, Patio 

& Barbecue Association (HPBA) Outdoor Furnace Manufacturers 

Caucus, petitioned the United States Environmental Protection 

Agency (USEPA) to set standards for OWBs 
• The EPA Hydronic Heather Phase 2 Program was released in 

October 2008 and established an emissions reduction program for 

OWBs 

• On August 13, 2009, the New York State Energy Research and 

Development Authority (NYSERDA) announced $1.5 Million in 
funding for developing a High-Efficiency Biomass-Heating Market; 

and 

• The USEPA is currently in the process of establishing nationwide – 

Federal regulations for OWBs that could be promulgated by May 

2012 by EPA’s most recent schedule made publicly available; and 
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WHEREAS:  Senator Aubertine has introduced Senate Bill S8061, which 

supports clean burn regulations, supports restrictions that require new 
installations to meet EPA standards, defines Outdoor Wood Boiler 

nuisance violations, asks the DEC to provide public guidance on 

operation, siting, and stack height, does not require the removal of 

existing units before the end of their useful life, and allows local 

governments to establish more stringent regulations; and 

 

WHEREAS:  The New York State Department of Environmental 

Conservation in April, 2010 published and is currently soliciting comments 

on proposed regulation 6 NYCRR Part 247, Outdoor Wood Boilers; now 

therefore be it 

 

RESOLVED:  That the Tioga County Legislature supports efforts to protect 

the use of properly operated OWBs that are installed and operated 

properly, and to protect the property rights of the owners of properly 

operated OWBs; and be it further 

 

RESOLVED:  That the Tioga County Legislature supports the following 

requirements in the proposed 6 NYCRR, Part 247 regulations: 
• Proposed emission limits; and 

• New OWBs sold after April 15, 2011 have to meet these proposed 

emission limits, and any provisions that are consistent with the EPA 

Hydronic Heater Phase 2 Program and other Northeast State 

regulations for OWBs including Vermont, Main, New Hampshire, and 

Massachusetts; and be it further

• Requiring the removal of existing OWBs by 2015 or 2020 (depending 

on when the furnace was purchased but before the end of their

Heater Phase 2 Program and other Northeast State regulations 

including Vermont, Maine, New Hampshire, and Massachusetts;

Residential-Size New Outdoor Wood Boilers Paragraph (b) to be amended 
as follows:  Setback.  A residential-size new outdoor wood boiler shall be 

located on the property so as to conform to local zoning and building 

regulations or no closer than 250 feet from the nearest residence not 

served by the OWB when located on or adjacent to contiguous

 Legislator Huttleston spoke.  “I would like to say you are probably 

going to retire up to Pickle Hill right.  If you have not been around the triple 

cities or up in Broome County, the Hill Crest area is known as Pickle Hill.  I 

do not know what the reason was, was there a pickle factory there?  

There was a pickle factory there years ago, but if you have been in the 

business that I am in, the appraisal business, you know it is called Pickle Hill 

by old timers.  Diane is going to retire soon to Pickle Hill.” 
 

 Sue Romanczuk-Smelcer, Community Services Board Director, 

spoke.  “I just also wanted to say thank you to Diane for not only her 10 

years of service in Tioga County, but she has a long and distinguished 

career in health and human services dating back to working at Social 
Services in Broome County, Catholic Charities where she ran an 

adolescent group home.  She worked with Drug and Alcohol in Broome 

County and then came here and has provided excellent services for our 
agency.  Again, I just want to thank you and we wish her well, a job well 

done.”   
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 Diane Schaumberg spoke.  “Thank you very much.  It has been a 

pleasure working for Tioga County for the last 10 years.  Thank you.” 
 

 Dick Cary, Supervisor Town of Barton, had privilege of the floor.  “I 

am here representing the Town of Barton, as well as the Mayor for Waverly 

who I do not believe is here.  This sales tax, changing the percentage, that 

just does not work.  We do not waste money.  There is an indication that 

we can find some ways of saving money.  This is where I think over the 

years maybe you people have not done your due diligence.  In our Town 

workers pay 20% of their health insurance and we do everything, we 

changed the retirees health insurance.  We cover them well, but we 

saved a pile of money.  There has got to be ways that you can cut 

without affecting services to a great deal.   

 

 “This is what I would like to have you look at and also there has got 

to be other ways, Mr. Weston indicated there are other ways that this 

shortfall can be filled, but I would say negotiate your contracts with your 

union representatives.  You have got to be tougher.  There is no reason 

that people should not have to pay a little bit more of their health 

insurance.  People have got to start thinking of the taxpayers.  There are a 

lot of people who cannot even pay their property tax.  We have to got to 

start thinking of the taxpayers.  Right now government jobs are the best 

jobs because they get a pay raise every year.  Private enterprise it can go 

on for two or three years without any raise at all in these tough times.  We 

have to get in the real world.  Hopefully you will see the light to just forget 

about taking our sales tax away.  Thank you.” 

 

 Lewis Zorn, Supervisor Town of Tioga, had privilege of the floor.  

“Good afternoon Legislators.  I want to say that I fully agree with Mr. Cary.  

Last Friday morning when I went out to the paper box and got the paper I 
was truly appalled, actually I was outraged.  Number one, as being the 

Town Supervisor of Tioga, representing approximately 4500 people, why I 

had to find out about the issue coming up for a vote today on a public 

hearing, August 5th I believe, through the newspaper.   

 

“There are a few other issues in here, number one is I do not take 

kindly to being judged as wasting money in our budget.  If anybody has 

ever sat in on one of our budget meetings, my Board is all here, they will 
attest that we spend a lot of time on our budgets.  We do not waste 

money.  I quickly made some phone calls that morning and found that 

everybody I talked to, being four or five other Supervisors and other towns 
people, that they knew nothing about this either.  I just feel that maybe  
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we are not in touch as much as we need to be.  I think the Towns need to 

know about this.  I do not know about you, but I think this is very important 
and when it is in the headlines of the paper and we do not know anything 

about it that makes me mad, but I just want you to know that I will not 

support any Legislator that supports that vote.  I think we should know 

about this before it comes out in the paper.  That is one of my biggest 

issues with it.  Thank you.” 

 

 Bob Bell had privilege of the floor.  All we ever hear at the local 

level is consolidation.  In my opinion we attack consolidation at the wrong 

end of the cow.  I want to see consolidation in Washington.  I want to see 

consolidation in Albany and I want to see consolidation in Tioga County 

Government.  Mr. McEwen was quoted in the paper saying that any 

Legislator who voted against the cut in sales tax had better have their 

own plan to raise 1.4 million.  Well anybody that knows me knows that I 

am a conservative and I think we have to darn much government 

already.  I would like to throw some, three suggestions on the table for you 

to think over.  

 

 “I hold in my hand a picture of the Tioga County Sheriff’s 

Department taken in 1960.  Paul Taylor was the Sheriff and there were 17 

people working in the Sheriff’s Department, and geographically the 

County is the same size now as it was 50 years ago.  I look at a county 

budget and I ask myself what do all these people do that work in the 

Sheriff’s Department, and I count the number of county cars out behind 

the welfare building and I ask myself where do all these cars go.   

 

 “The second suggestion I will make is that back in the early 90s we 

had to create an Economic Development Department in this County so 

they could bring in federal and state grants, they would do a much better 
job than the Chamber of Commerce, but over the years I have watched 

a lot of taxpayer dollars wasted in tourism grants, agricultural grants, and 

just last year a proposal to consolidate town highway departments.  Now 

fortunately there were some Town Boards in this County that had the 

wisdom to vote no that we are not going to participate in that program 
because they saw the folly of it.  They were already trading work with 

neighboring towns.  I believe they call that consolidation.   
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 “This third point, there are County trucks going up state roads and 

town roads, and they are all burning $3.00 gas, fuel.  It seems to me it 

would be logical to turn over 90 miles of County road to the nine Towns in 
this County and eliminate the Highway Department.  I will sum up by 

saying that I hope when you get to page 14, the resolution to set the date 

for this public hearing on cutting the sales tax, you vote it down because 

next year all nine of you people are up for Election and you jam this down 

the throats of the citizens of Tioga County the way Obama did Obama 

Care and I am not a betting man but I almost bet the farm will see some 

new faces here a year from now.  Thank you.” 

 

 Esther Woods, Mayor Village of Nichols, had privilege of the floor.  “I 

just come to say that I am also not very happy about the tax cut from 

one-third to one-quarter.  We just recently passed our budget in June and 

if this kind of takes effect immediately with a reduction in sales tax we are 

going to be short.  We have already had to increase our taxes this year for 

the Village residents and if you short us now we cannot go back, and so 

now somewhere we have got to come up with the shortfall in our budget.  

That is kind of hard to do on a small Village, we only have 200 residents or 

200 homes in the Village, and to try and now come up with this shortfall of 

money, where are we going to come up with this?  The sales tax that we 

receive is a third of our budget.  That is a big chunk of change for us.  To 

me I am just not happy with this.  I understand that you guys are short on 

your budget, but as Legislators you guys have to do some creative 

thinking and budget cutting yourselves.   

 

 “We took a pay cut ourselves, the Village Board, we took half.  We 

pretty much work for nothing, which is fine, we are for the benefit of all the 

residents in the Village, but we already cut our salaries.  We are at a bare 

bones right now.  I do not know where we could cut to come up with the 

difference that you guys want to take from us.  I am just not going to 
support this at all, any of this tax cut.  With the public meeting I see it is 

August 5th at 1:00 o’clock in the afternoon.  Working individuals at 1:00 

o’clock in the afternoon have jobs.  I have a job.  I had to take a day off 
today to come here for this and I do not see how you can have a public 

meeting at 1:00 o’clock in the afternoon when people work.  I kind of 

think it should be held in an evening session so that the public can come 

because this is a huge impact for all the Towns and Villages, and I think 

everybody should have the opportunity to come.  I definitely just want to 

say I do not support this.  We just do not have the money in our budget, it 

is a third of our budget.  Thank you.” 
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 Joe Albrecht had privilege of the floor.  “I will share some 

enlightening news for the Legislature.  There is a website on the Internet 

which indicates unfunded mandates that are transferred to the States.  It 
is about 52 pages long.  I will take care of looking for unfunded mandates 

from the past.  If under the current situation where the cutback in federal 

aid relative to Medicaid occurs, I think that would be extremely important 

for the public to know when and if it happens. 

 

 “Secondly, I think all members of the Legislature should be in 

attendance and involved in discussions in Legislative activity relative to 

mineral leases and utilization in the County.  There was an article in the 

paper this morning about members of a Legislature being excluded from 

discussions and activity.  I disagree with that.  I think elected members of a 

governing body should be in attendance because they are serving at the 

behest of the public. 

 

 “Thirdly, I would like people to consider measuring the carbon 

dioxide content of the air in your automobile because I think in this 

weather you open the door, you get inside it is extremely warm and I 

never knew why until recently relative to global warming it must be the 

carbon dioxide content of the atmosphere in your car that makes it so 

warm.  This is tongue and cheek.  It does have far reaching ramifications, 

i.e., to the ozone layer.  Global warming, carbon dioxide, and a number 

of other things tend to be misrepresented and when people in higher 

places can give me the answer to the increased temperature of the 

inside of my pickup truck in terms of carbon dioxide content I will be 

impressed.  Until that point I am going to be very skeptical relative to the 

raise in the temperature inside my truck is as high as it is.  I thank you very 

much.”   

 

 Chris Bonner had privilege of the floor.  “They got the greatest scam 
artist going, Bernie I made off with your money Madoff in jail.  Before him 

there was Ponzi, but you see the greatest scam going is government.  

They are sucking us dry.  You want us to spend money, why are you taking 

it all from us?  Why are you sending all our jobs overseas?  This is 

documented.  The government, these politicians, I do not care if they are 
democrats, that is just a name, or republicans, it does not mean a thing.  

They are being scammed, just like everybody else.  They are sending your 

jobs overseas by design.  The bankers, the guys that got the money, they 
are the ones that are putting you birds back in.  Look at Bird, I saw Mr. Bird 

coming down there before he died.  He had two canes walking like this, 

90 some odd years old, what he is doing on there?  I do not think his brain  
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is functioning, but he is still in there and he brought money to West Virginia 

for a Coast Guard.  West Virginia does not have any water.  I wonder how 

that happens.  What do they do with all that money?   
 

 “Now there are only three documents in my opinion that has given 

the average guy anything.  One is your Bible, the Declaration of 

Independence, your Constitution, and your Bill of Rights.  These are the 

only things that gave the average guy Joe and Jane any little thing.  The 

rest is all monarchs and your monarchs of the world are taking over your 

country.  This country had to be destroyed from its creation because the 

monarchs of the world, the Kings, your Queens, were worried.  Hey if this 

works we are going to be out of a job.  We are going to have to go to 

work somewhere.” 

 

 James Branston, Supervisor Town of Nichols, had privilege of the 

floor.  I was really surprised when Louie called me the other day, I could 

not believe, I had not read the paper yet that morning, and to see that in 

the paper without hearing it from our Representatives first I just could not 

believe that.  As a matter of fact I have not had a representative at our 

Town Board meeting since the last election.  I do not understand that 

either.  We went through this just a few years ago and I thought that 

everybody pretty much understood how every Town Supervisor, every 

Village Mayor, and everybody in this County felt about this when you 

talked about taking it away from us before.  I do not see where it helps 

the taxpayers one little bit.  You are merely taking money out of drawer A 

and putting it in drawer B.  It may help you to reduce the amount of taxes 

you have to raise to the public, but it does not help us because we have 

to turn back around and we have to pass it on to the people from our 

Towns and our Villages because we are going to have to raise taxes.  

There is no two ways about it.   

 
 “Our sales tax revenues are already down.  Last year I received 

$207,882 and halfway through the year I am $73,685 right now.  The other 

thing I saw in there that I would like to have a clarification on if I could, is 

that you talked about that we got one-third of the sales tax revenue that 

the County gets and that you want to reduce it down to one-quarter.  If 
you are talking about reducing it down to one-quarter, are you talking 

about reducing it down where we get one-quarter of the 4% or one-

quarter of 3%?  Because unless it has changed, the last I knew Towns and 
Villages shared in only 3% when it was raised to 7.5% because of the jail 

and it was supposed to go back down and it never did, and of course we 

all knew that would not happen, but the Towns and the Villages did not  
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share in that revenue, and when the loans were paid off for the jail we still 

did not share in that revenue, and when it went to 8% we did not share in 

that portion of the revenue anymore.   
 

“I think that all you have to do is two things.  One is to try and do a 

better job on the County’s budget and try to find ways to either find new 

revenue sources or reduce your budget in some way, or have to raise 

taxes, but if you have to raise taxes then do the same thing that we do go 

to the people and tell the people we have to raise taxes because that is 

the only way we can balance our budget and that is the way we do it, 

that is the way you should do it.  Not do the same thing to us that the 

State tries to do to you all the time, which is to take revenue away from 

the County.  I hope that you will not let this go any further and that you 

certainly will not have a public hearing on it.”   

 

 Chair Weston spoke.  “I would make one comment because 

sometimes there is misrepresentation in the public and sometimes there is 

misrepresentation in the newspapers and so on, that when we vote today 

it is going to be on whether we are going to set a public hearing.  It is not 

whether or not we are voting in favor of a Local Law as a result of it.  This is 

a very important difference in it because voting on the public hearing is 

the way that we are supposed to work.  We have public hearings so we 

can hear what people have to say and then we vote on that, and just to 

do away with the public hearing is not hearing everyone if there are other 

people out there to hear.  Therefore, as I say, please do not be confused 

by whether a person votes yes on the public hearing that they are going 

to vote yes on the Local Law.”

 Tom Emnett had privilege of the floor.  “I would like to take this 

opportunity first to thank you for giving me the opportunity and secondly 

to talk about the resolutions that are in the package dealing with the 

benefits to Tioga County retirees.  To begin with I would like to correct 

some misconceptions that apparently were said at last Thursday’s 
workshop and were in a newspaper article by Matt Hicks in the Morning 

Times.  The history of this resolution as far as our Association goes, Bethany 

informed Kathy Roush and I that there were some changes to the retirees 

benefit that the Personnel Committee was considering last April.  We 

responded to that meeting with some suggestions.  Nothing further was 

heard until the week before the Legislative workshop when both Kathy 

and I received e-mails from Bethany with a summary of what these 

resolutions were.  I was on vacation at the time and when I returned I 

wrote a letter to each of the Legislators concerning these changes.   

 

 “The article indicated that we had input and were part of the plan 

developing these resolutions and I think that was very misleading.  We 

were given a set of proposals by the Personnel Department.  We have 

never met with the Legislature or any committee of the Legislature to 

discuss this, and we certainly have not been part of any development of 

how the resolutions came about.  We have only responded to what we 

have been presented with.   

 

 “Today I would like primarily to address the issues concerning the 

Medicare Part B reimbursement.  I also understand at the workshop that it 

was stated that this was not even a benefit until 1994.  I believe that is 

incorrect.  The Medicare Part B benefit was originally established when the 

County was part of the State Insurance Plan and that was part of the 

State Insurance Plan.  When the County left the State Insurance Plan and 

developed their own insurance plans, and I think it was in the mid 60s, the 

County continues with the Part B reimbursement, so this has been in effect 

since the County left the State Insurance Plan.  The 1994 resolution that 

was referred to simply took spouses of retirees off the reimbursement.  Prior 

to 1994 if you were a retired employee and your spouse was not a retired 

County employee, the spouse was also receiving the benefit.  In 1994 the  
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County changed that so that only the retired employee received the 

benefit.   
 

 “Our Association feels that this benefit should remain intact without 

a change or a cap.  In response to some questions that I asked of Amy 

Poff, she advised me that there were 119 retirees receiving Part B 

reimbursement for a total yearly cost of $137,659 per year.  This is less than 

two one-hundredths of a percent of the total County budget.  The effect 

that the change has on the County budget by changing the Part B 

reimbursement is minuscule, but the effect that it has on the retired 

employees can be significant.  I would like to read to you an e-mail I 

received from one of our members. 

 

 “This member says I would like to go on record as stating that I am 

opposed to limiting the Medicare Part B to people who retired and under 

65 be capped.  As I stated before, it will possibly force some of us to apply 

for special needs Medicaid programs in which a State and County would 

end up paying for the Medicare Part B premium anyways and they would 

gain very little by doing this.  Also taking the extra monies out of our 

pension may force those of us who have low pensions to go on services 

that I personally would prefer not to do.  I have always paid my own bills 

and tax responsibilities, and I would be forced to possibly have to use 

these services such as food stamps, HEAP, etc.  In my opinion this does not 

reflect very well on the past promises made by our employer to have the 

retired employees possibly have to go on some form of assistance to meet 

their needs when they originally worked for these services and they were 

supposed to be provided to them as a result of the faithful years of 

service.” 

 

 “As I told you in my letter, a survey of our members showed that 
over 40% last year were over 66 and a third of the members who 

responded had a State pension of less than $10,000 a year and a 

comparable social security benefit of less than $10,000 a year.  To these 

people the Part B reimbursement is a significant part of their income.  For 

those who turn 65 prior to 2010, this amounts to $1,150 per year.  
Reimbursement of the Part B charge allows them to use their other funds 

on other expenses that continue and increase including their contributions 

to the health insurance, which we doubled last year.  These retirees 
worked for the County when salaries were far less than private industry 

and one reason they stayed was the benefit they would receive upon 

retirement.  The County has reaped their share of this bargain through all 

the years of work that have been provided.  It is now up to the County to  
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continue to allow retired employees to reap their share of the bargain by 

continuing the Medicare Part B reimbursement unchanged.  We hope 
that you will table this resolution, I think it is resolution number 26 or page 

26, and give us an opportunity to meet with you to discuss these 

resolutions at your convenience.  Once again I thank you for the 

opportunity to speak.” 

 

 Chris Bonner had privilege of the floor.  “You know it is nice to get 

up here to say once in a while at these meetings the Republicans are 

doing well, everything is great in the Country, but you know I would be a 

liar.  This Country is on the verge of destruction and we have these 

incompetents in the Democratic and the Republican Party, hey they all 

take their shares.  They are all supporting this Country.  Your jobs are 

moving overseas.  They are not lost.  Nobody lost them.  They were 

encouraged to move overseas through tax deductions.  We will give you 

tax credits, that is how the governments control us.  The Federal and the 

State, we are going to give you tax credits and we all go out and we buy 

solar, which was a big flop.  We go out and build greenhouses, which was 

a big flop, and we are still doing this stuff.   

 

 “Now, we got laws coming down here and they say nobody gives 

you any money to enforce these laws, they are mandates.  They are not 

mandates.  Tell them no, we are not going to do it.  Now look at this one 

here, it is called the Leandra’s Law.  What does it do?  If you get alcohol 

on your breath you will not be able to start your car.  All you have to do is 

call your friend, hey start this up for me, and they will blow into it and start 

it up for you.  Do you know they can take your numbers for your credit 

cards if they have an FID chip in them.  Standing right there if I had that 

gadget and you had them in your pocket I can get it right from here, but I 

am going to tell you how to foil them.  You wrap your credit card, 
anything with an ID chip, and you wrap it with aluminum foil and they will 

not be able to get it, and it is only going to cost you maybe half a cent.   

 

 “Now these laws are coming down here.  There is always going to 

be, always going to be a wiz out there that is going to bypass this stuff.  
Just look at these here students and they get these people who are in the 

Federal Government that are on these here computers, do not know how 

they do it, and they are getting all this information.  Now if you invented it, 
somebody else will counteract it.  Laws, we had one here in New York, 

they want you to buy these here fluorescent lights.  They are loaded with 

mercury.  They tell you mercury is bad for you, but they want you to put 

them in your sockets up there, to put them on and it goes on ladies and  
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gentleman.  There is one out there if you do not sign your driver’s license 

they are going to take your organs.  They do not tell you.  Maybe this is 
one of the reasons why they are putting all this stuff on us.  Ladies and 

gentlemen educate yourself, find out what is going on.   

 

 “We had a football game here this week, I think it was 80 or 90 

degrees and they are playing football.  Romans, the Romans did this.  The 

politicians in Rome.  Hey we will give them bread and circuses.  The 

circuses was when the gladiators went death to death out there on a 

Sunday afternoon and the bread was welfare checks.  We got it today, it 

is called welfare checks and sports.” 

 

 Joe Albrecht had privilege of the floor.  “I would like to thank the 

Legislature for this opportunity.  This is kind of a disjointed presentation 

today.  I will do better in the future.  We have experienced recently an oil 

spill in the Gulf of Mexico.  To me it is a unique situation that the entities 

that control and govern our lives could not calculate the volume of fluid 

released from a major pipe with known characteristics of the liquid and a 

known pressure.  I am not an engineer, but I think I can find one who can 

discuss for me the flow of material from a measured volume under a 

particular pressure.  This will become significant shortly. 

 

 “Water vapor is the primary greenhouse gas, carbon dioxide, 

methane, and nitrous oxide follow that.  Hydrogen, carbon, and nitrogen 

by themselves do not add significantly to the effect of greenhouse gases, 

but if you add oxygen, hydrogen becomes water, carbon becomes 

carbon dioxide, and nitrogen becomes nitrous oxide, all three of which 

are significant greenhouse gases.  Is oxygen the culprit?  Should we limit 

the amount of oxygen that is available in the atmosphere?  Just a little 

food for thought. 
 

 “Methane which is made up of one atom of carbon and four of 

hydrogen combines with oxygen to release two molecules of water vapor 

and one of carbon dioxide.  The sources of methane include humans, 

bovines, landfills, volcanoes, Trenton black river, and the Marcellus Shale, 
and the question becomes should the people who are given responsibility 

for controlling our lives be expected to explain how some of these 

relationships occur within 2000 page documents that suggest that they 
are all knowing and ever wise, and I wonder about that.  I may be the 

only one ignorant enough not to accept exactly what the powers that be 

suggest that I should accept, but ignorance bothers me.  We are all to 

look forward to carbon foot prints, carbon credits, tree planting offsets,  
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and so forth, and I just wonder if under these conditions that this type of 

legislation should be allowed to happen, and also on that basis I 
emphasize with you ladies and gentlemen for accepting the 

responsibilities that you do.  Thank you very much.” 

 

 Dave Ketchum had privilege of the floor.  “My first topic is elections.  

I have been doing it about the same way all my life.  Those of us that look 

know that we can and should be doing better.  There are some thoughts 

about something called IRV that is being thought about around New York 

City and if they could do it the rest of us will be expected to.  IRV lets you 

vote for who you most like and also if you do not get the one you most like 

who is your second choice, things like that.  IRV for the voter is a fine thing.  

Then we go look behind the scenes as the vote counter.  The rules for vote 

counting do not permit the counter to look at all that the voter wrote and 

that is all that is worth saying here, but I will happily talk in more detail with 

anybody that wants to talk in more detail. 

 

 “My other topic is road destruction or really destruction of our 

vehicles by mismanaged roads.  For it seems like a week or so that the 

South end of the bridge they dug up part of the road enough to hurt most 

anybody’s car.  Their contract should never have permitted having an 

important bit of road like that bridge to be in that much trouble for as long 

as it was.  I do not know who had the contract, but that kind of contract 

should never permit that kind of mismanagement of the work.  Thank 

you.”

WHEREAS:  Tioga County (the “County”) is a local agency pursuant to the 
New York State Environmental Quality Review Act (“SEQRA”), ECL Section 

8-0101, et seq., and implementing regulations, 6 NYCRR Part 617 (the 

“Regulations”); and 

 

WHEREAS:  The County Legislature of the County now desires to authorize 
the financing of a capital project consisting of the reconstruction of 

certain bridges throughout the County, including Lockwood, Straits 

Corners, Halsey Valley Rd., Dean Creek Rd., Gridleyville, Gaskill Rd. and 
Sabin Rd., all to include related construction, demolition, renovations, site 

improvements, original furnishings, fixtures and equipment required for 

such purposes, architectural, inspection and engineering fees, and all  
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other cost incidental to such work (collectively, the “Project”); now 

therefore be it 
 

RESOLVED:  By the County Legislature of the County of Tioga, New York, as 

follows:  

 

Section 1. The County, having reviewed the impact of undertaking the 

Project, hereby determines that such action constitutes a "Type II Action" 

under the 6 NYCRR § 617.5(c)(1) and (2) of the Regulations and is not 

subject to review under SEQRA; and 

 

Section 2. For the class of objects or purposes of paying a portion of the 

cost of the Project, there are hereby authorized to be issued $9,000,000 

serial bonds of the County of Tioga, New York, pursuant to the provisions 

of the Local Finance Law.   

 

Section 3. It is hereby determined that the maximum estimated cost of 

the aforesaid class of objects or purposes is $9,000,000 and that the plan 

for the financing thereof includes the issuance of serial bonds in the 

aggregate principal amount not to exceed $9,000,000 to finance said 

Project, and the levy and collection of taxes on all the taxable real 

property in the County to pay the principal of said bonds and the interest 

thereon as the same shall become due and payable, subject to 

applicable amounts of any state or federal assistance available for such 

purpose or from any other source.  It is hereby determined that the 

requirements of SEQRA have been met. 

 

Section 4.  It is hereby determined that the period of probable usefulness 
of the aforesaid class of objects or purposes is twenty years under 

subdivision 10 of paragraph a. of Section 11.00 of the Local Finance Law. 

It is hereby further determined that the maximum maturity of the serial 

bonds herein authorized will exceed five years.  

 
Section 5.  Subject to the provisions of the Local Finance Law, the power 

to authorize the issuance of and to sell bond anticipation notes in 

anticipation of the issuance and sale of the serial bonds herein authorized, 

including renewals of such notes, is hereby delegated to the County 

Treasurer, the chief fiscal officer. Such notes shall be of such terms, form 
and contents, and shall be sold in such manner, as may be prescribed by 

said County Treasurer, consistent with the provisions of the Local Finance 

Law.  
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Section 6. The faith and credit of said County of Tioga, New York, are 

hereby irrevocably pledged for the payment of the principal of and 
interest on such bonds as the same respectively become due and 

payable. An annual appropriation shall be made in each year sufficient 

to pay the principal of and interest on such bonds becoming due and 

payable in such year. There shall annually be levied on all the taxable real 

property of said County a tax sufficient to pay the principal of and interest 

on such bonds as the same become due and payable.  

 

Section 7. Such bonds shall be in fully registered form and shall be 

signed in the name of the County of Tioga, New York, by the manual or 

facsimile signature of the County Treasurer and a facsimile of its corporate 

seal shall be imprinted or impressed thereon and may be attested by the 

manual or facsimile signature of the County Clerk. 

 

Section 8. The powers and duties of advertising such bonds for sale, 

conducting the sale and awarding the bonds, are hereby delegated to 

the County Treasurer, who shall advertise such bonds for sale, conduct the 

sale, and award the bonds in such manner as he or she shall deem best 

for the interests of the County; provided, however, that in the exercise of 

these delegated powers, he or she shall comply fully with the provisions of 

the Local Finance Law and any order or rule of the State Comptroller 

applicable to the sale of municipal bonds. The receipt of the County 

Treasurer shall be a full acquittance to the purchaser of such bonds, who 

shall not be obliged to see to the application of the purchase money.  

 

Section 9. All other matters, except as provided herein relating to such 

bonds including determining whether to issue such bonds having 

substantially level or declining annual debt service and all matters related 

thereto, prescribing whether manual or facsimile signatures shall appear 

on said bonds, prescribing the method for the recording of ownership of 

said bonds, appointing the fiscal agent or agents for said bonds, providing 

for the printing and delivery of said bonds (and if said bonds are to be 
executed in the name of the County by the facsimile signature of the 

County Treasurer, providing for the manual countersignature of a fiscal 
agent or of a designated official of the County), the date, denominations, 

maturities and interest payment dates, place or places of payment, and 

also including the consolidation with other issues, shall be determined by 
the County Treasurer. It is hereby determined that it is to the financial 

advantage of the County not to impose and collect from registered 

owners of such serial bonds any charges for mailing, shipping and insuring 
bonds transferred or exchanged by the fiscal agent, and, accordingly,  
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pursuant to paragraph c of Section 70.00 of the Local Finance Law, no 

such charges shall be so collected by the fiscal agent. Such bonds shall 
contain substantially the recital of validity clause provided for in section 

52.00 of the Local Finance Law and shall otherwise be in such form and 

contain such recitals in addition to those required by section 52.00 of the 

Local Finance Law, as the County Treasurer shall determine.  

 

Section 10. The temporary use of available funds of the County, not 

immediately required for the purpose or purposes for which the same 

were borrowed, raised or otherwise created, is hereby authorized 

pursuant to Section 165.10 of the Local Finance Law, for the capital 

purposes described in Section 2 of this resolution. The reasonably 

expected source of funds to be used to initially pay for the expenditures 

authorized by Section 3 of this resolution shall be from the County’s 

General Fund.  It is intended that the County shall then reimburse 

expenditures from the General Fund with the proceeds of the bonds and 

bond anticipation notes authorized by this resolution and that the interest 

payable on the bonds and any bond anticipation notes issued in 

anticipation of such bonds shall be excludable from gross income for 

federal income tax purposes. This resolution is intended to constitute the 

declaration of the County’s “official intent” within the meaning of Treasury 

Regulation Section 1.150-2 to reimburse the expenditures authorized by 

this resolution with the proceeds of the bonds and bond anticipation 

notes authorized herein. Other than as specified in this resolution, no 

monies are reasonably expected to be, received, allocated on a long-

term basis, or otherwise set aside with respect to the permanent funding 

of the objects or purposes described herein.  

 

Section 11.  The validity of such bonds and bond anticipation notes may 

be contested only if:  

 

1) Such obligations are authorized for an object or purpose 

for which said County is not authorized to expend money, 
or  

2) The provisions of law which should be complied with at 

the date of publication of this resolution are not 

substantially complied with, and an action, suit or 

proceeding contesting such validity is commenced within 
twenty days after the date of such publication, or  

3) Such obligations are authorized in violation of the 

provisions of the Constitution.

WHEREAS:  Tioga County (the “County”) is a local agency pursuant to the 

New York State Environmental Quality Review Act (“SEQRA”), ECL Section 

8-0101, et seq., and implementing regulations, 6 NYCRR Part 617 (the 

“Regulations”); and 

 

WHEREAS:  The County Legislature of the County desires to undertake a 

capital project consisting of the reconstruction of certain bridges 

throughout the County, including Lockwood, Straits Corners, Halsey Valley 

Rd., Dean Creek Rd., Gridleyville, Gaskill Rd. and Sabin Rd., all to include 

related construction, demolition, renovations, site improvements, original 

furnishings, fixtures and equipment required for such purposes, 

architectural, inspection and engineering fees, and all other cost 
incidental to such work (collectively, the “Project”) 

 

WHEREAS:  The American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009 

(“ARRA”) authorized the County to issue recovery zone economic 

development bonds in an amount of up to $936,000 (the “County’s RZED 
Allocation”), pursuant to a suballocation of the national volume cap on 

Recovery Zone Bonds provided by the federal Treasury Department; and  

 
WHEREAS:  The County Legislature, by Resolution No. 266-09 adopted on 

October 13, 2009, designated the entire County as a Recovery Zone for 

purposes of ARRA; and  
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WHEREAS:  The County is now considering financing the Project by 

participating in a bond financing program being undertaken by the State 
of New York Municipal Bond Bank Agency (“MBBA”), under which (i) 

MBBA would publicly issue, on a pooled basis, for the benefit of the 

County and other participating counties and municipalities, its special 

revenue bonds constituting recovery zone economic development bonds 

(“RZEDs”), and/or direct payment build America bonds (“Direct Payment

WHEREAS:  Clean water and healthy watersheds are a priority for New 

York farmers, which play a critical role in proven and successful  local 

efforts to conserve and protect New York’s natural resources; and  
 

WHEREAS: The U.S. Environmental Protection Agency Region 3 is 

implementing a Chesapeake Bay TMDL which imposes new and costly 

federal regulations on approximately 19 counties, 650,000 residents  and 

2,000 New York family farms within the NY portion of the Chesapeake Bay 
watershed area; and 

 

WHEREAS: New York accounts for 10% of the total watershed area which is 
mostly forested (76%), is home to 4% of the total population in the 

watershed with agriculture (21%) being the dominant business sector; and  
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WHEREAS: The federally-designed TMDL, intended to limit nitrogen, 

phosphorous and sediment discharges into the Chesapeake Bay 
watershed, is now projected to cost New York State as much as $250 

million over the next 15 years, without being able to satisfy EPA’s 

regulatory goal; and 

 

WHEREAS: The best way to achieve the important public benefit of clean 

water at a regional level is through locally led conservation efforts, rather 

than a top-down federal, one-size-fits-all regulatory approach such as 

EPA’s TMDL for the Chesapeake Bay watershed; and  

 

WHEREAS: EPA’s proposed TMDL regulation imposes disproportionately 

heavier restrictions for water quality in New York in order to help other 

states meet their overall TMDL goal, ignores New York’s excellent record of 

environmental accomplishments over the past 25 years using state and 

local conservation efforts and forces unrealistic costs on the businesses, 

governments and residents within the watershed area; and 

 

WHEREAS: Even if the other states achieve their EPA mandated allocations 

by 2025, their water would still contain higher nutrient loads per acre than 

New York’s current 2010 load per acre because of progressive natural 

resource management programs like New York State’s Agricultural 

Environmental Management Program; and 

 

WHEREAS: Even with the elimination of animal agriculture and utilizing 

every best management practice available in the watershed area, New 

York would still not be able to meet EPA’s TMDL allocation; and  

 

WHEREAS: We object to EPA’s discriminatory regulatory process that 

disproportionately burdens our farm communities with costly mandates, 
weakens our rural economies, disrupts local food systems and provides no 

additional water quality protection for the Chesapeake Bay watershed;

WHEREAS: We oppose EPA increasing its federal regulatory control and 
usurping state and local jurisdiction and authority in order to impose their 

TMDL, instead of working collaboratively with State agriculture and

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WHEREAS: We object to the fact that in order to satisfy EPA’s regulatory 

goals without confirmation of water quality improvement, EPA has not 
ensured realistic delivery of needed funding and technical assistance and 

has not provided regulatory flexibility to allow for implementation of 

continually improving on-farm practices in response to site-specific 

environmental variables; and 

 

WHEREAS: Each and every day farmers across New York work to improve 

their environmental sustainability recognizing that appropriate natural 

resource management is critical to maintaining success of their businesses 

for future generations; supporting farmers in these endeavors is how 

government can best aid agriculture in protecting water quality; and  

 

WHEREAS: We support state and locally driven collaborative initiatives 

which effectively use federal environmental funds and specifically 

address areas of high environmental risk and employ a farm-specific 

focus, such as NYS Department of Agriculture and Market’s Agricultural 

Environmental Management Program; and 

 

WHEREAS: We support NYS Department of Environmental Conservation’s 

recommendations in their draft Phase I Watershed Implementation Plan 

which recognizes the environmental stewardship of New York farmers and

    THAT CAUSE LOCAL PROPERTY TAX INCREASES 

    BEFORE IMPOSING A CAP ON LOCAL  

    PROPERTY TAXES 

 
WHEREAS:  New York property taxes are nearly 80% above the national 

average; and  

 

WHEREAS:  New York county leaders have long recognized the need for 

lower property taxes and have been strong advocates in support of 
lowering the local tax burden for decades; and 

 

WHEREAS:  Counties do not have a choice over how to spend most of 

their locally raised  revenues as mandates from Albany and other fixed 

costs make up as much as 80 percent of a typical county budget; and  
 

WHEREAS:  Governor Paterson and many State Legislators support a cap 

on local property tax levies of 4%, or 120% of inflation, whichever is less, 

but the current crop of property tax cap proposals do nothing to reduce 

or eliminate current State mandates on counties or prevent new 

mandates; and 

 

WHEREAS:  Arbitrarily capping property taxes without addressing root 

causes would cripple county governments within a few short years, 

because all non-mandated spending would have to be eliminated to 

meet the cap; and 
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WHEREAS:  Little action has been taken by New York State to decrease or 

control the costs of unfunded State mandates, which have been driving 
up county property tax levels for decades; and  

 

WHEREAS:  The major cost drivers for counties are fixed costs and 

delivering state services locally; and  

 

WHEREAS:  Counties’ fixed costs include pension contributions, which are 

determined by benefit levels established by the State Legislature; and  

 

WHEREAS:  The other major cost drivers are unfunded and underfunded 

state mandates, such as Medicaid, early intervention services, pre-school 

special education, public assistance, child welfare, youth detention, 

probation, and indigent defense that will cost county property taxpayers 

and New York City residents over $10 billion this year alone, along with 

numerous other programs; and 

 

WHEREAS:  These mandated costs grow well in excess of the rate of 

inflation nearly every year, including: 

 
• County payments to the New York State Retirement System that are 

expected to rise 40% in 2011 and by a similar amount in 2012, and 

have grown by over 1000 percent since the year 2000 due to 

generous benefit expansions mandated by the State Legislature 

and Governor.  
• Since 2005, the local share of Medicaid costs has increased at least 

3% each year and sometimes by double digit annual increases in 

the years prior to 2005.  
• The State continued to shift its costs to counties in the 2009-10 and 

2010-11 State budgets by over $400 million in human service delivery 

alone.    

• New York State counties are owed hundreds of millions of dollars in 

state reimbursement at any given moment, without providing any 
compensation to counties for the cost of “floating” cash to the 

state, and this amount can easily double when the State Budget is 

not adopted on time.  

 

WHEREAS:  Simply capping property taxes does nothing to reduce the 

costs of these and many other State services that counties must pay for 

and implement at the local level; in fact it preserves the distinction of 

having the highest property taxes in the nation; and  
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WHEREAS:  This distinction continues to drive people and businesses out of 

New York and acts as a deterrent to re-location to our state; and  
 

WHEREAS:  The property tax cap proposal allows local boards to override 

the cap with a two-thirds majority vote, thereby not only shifting costs to 

local governments, but also unfairly shifting blame to local leaders for tax 

increases that are actually caused by the State; now therefore be it 

 

RESOLVED:  That the Tioga County Legislature encourages all parties, state 

and local, to enact legislation so that fiscal responsibility for services 

resides with the level of government that has the decision-making 

authority over those services; this will in turn reduce the property tax 

burden and not preserve the status quo; and be it further

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WHEREAS:  Policy 26 Section VI addresses the membership of the Board of 

Ethics and how appointments are made; and 
 

WHEREAS:  Section VI Ethics Board needs amending to further clarify 

members and their appointments; therefore be it 

 

RESOLVED:  That Policy 26 Tioga County Ethics Law Section VI A and B be 

amended as follows:   

 

VI. ETHICS BOARD 
 A. ESTABLISHMENT 

The Legislature of the County of Tioga, pursuant to Article 18 of the New York 

State General Municipal Law, hereby establishes the Tioga County Board of 

Ethics, responsible for ensuring full compliance with this code of ethics and 

disclosure.  The Ethics Board shall consist of seven members, two of whom shall be 

nominated by the Tioga County Legislature Majority Leader.  Two shall be 

nominated by the Minority Leader of that body except that in the event there is 

no Minority Leader, then the two otherwise nominated by the Minority Leader 

shall be nominated by the Majority Leader.  Three shall be nominated by the 

chief Elected Official of Tioga County.  No more than two shall be of the same 

enrolled party affiliation.  A majority of the members shall not be officers or 

employees of the county or municipalities wholly or partially located in the 

county.  At least one member shall be an elected or appointed officer or 

employee of a municipality located within the county, or an appointed officer or 

employee of the county, except that no more than one member shall presently 

be a county officer or employee, and none shall presently hold elected office.  

All shall be approved by majority vote of the Legislature.  Failure to gain approval 

or in the instance of the creation of a vacancy, such succeeding member shall 

be determined by the entity through which the original member was selected. 

 

 Any action of the Board requires four affirmative votes. 

 B. MEMBERSHIP 

The members of the Ethics Board shall serve staggered 3 year terms, provided 

that the first appointments to the Ethics Board shall be as follows: one member, 

appointed by the Chief Elected Official, for a one year term; one member 

appointed by the Chief Elected Official, one member appointed by the Majority  

Leader of the Tioga County Legislature and one appointed by the Minority 

Leader of the Tioga County Legislature, each for a two year term; one member,  

appointed by the Chief Elected Official, one member appointed by the Majority 

Leader of the Tioga County Legislature and one appointed by the Minority 

Leader of the Tioga County Legislature; each for a three year term.  Members of 

the Ethics Board who have served two full three-year terms may not be 

reappointed to the Ethics Board for at least one year after the expiration of their 

last term.

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Public Hearing 

2011 Budget 

November 23, 2010 
 

 The Public Hearing on the 2011 Budget was called to order by the 

Chair at 6:00 P.M.  Six Legislative members were present, Legislators 

Monell, Quinlan, and Roberts being absent. 

 

 There were 8 people in attendance. 

 

 The Clerk read the legal notice as published in the official 
newspapers. 

 

 The Chair turned the meeting over to the Budget Officer, James 

McFadden. 

 

Budget Officer James McFadden spoke.  “To the residents of the 

Tioga County Legislature and the Honorable County Legislature, I would 

like to present to you tonight the proposed County Budget for 2011.  As 

the difficult economic climate approaches a third year, many state and 

local governments nationwide have seen an erosion of their finances.  As 

New York State remains in a recession, the demand for government 

services such as unemployment benefits, social services, and Medicaid 

have increased.  Although federal stimulus funding has benefited Tioga 

County this past year, during this same period municipal revenue has 

decreased from less economic activity, job losses, and lower consumer 

spending.  Tioga County has not been insulated from the effects of this 

recession.  With this in mind, local officials have made prudent decisions 

formulating the 2011 County budget while still providing both valuable 

and mandated services to the citizens of Tioga County. 

 

 “General Fund expenses have increased from $65,795,756 in 2010 to 

$68,776,115 in the proposed spending plan.  This represents an increase of 

4.53% or $2,980,359.  Major increases include fringe benefits, education 

costs, and debt service.  A few equipment purchases and a hiring freeze 

will help offset these expenses.  
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 “The budget will see an increase in General Fund revenues of 

$1,452,838 or 3.45% from $42,162,439 in 2010 to $43,615,277 in the 2011 
proposal.  We are anticipating flat sales tax collections and reduced state 

aid next year.  However, PILOT payments, jail revenue, and accounting for 

bond proceeds will support the General Fund. 

 

 “There have been significant increases in other areas of the budget, 

namely the Capital Fund.  The County plans to meet our infrastructure 

schedule by replacing four bridges and 16 miles of roads next year.  The 

cost of $6,000,000 will receive reimbursement of $2,300,000 in Federal and 

State aid and the remaining $3,700,000 will be financed by Build America 

bond proceeds. 

 

 “Subsequently, the total proposed spending plan of $92,000,000 is 

an increase of $7,000,000 or 8% over the current year.  It is proposed that 

an increase of appropriate fund balance in the amount of $1,100,000 be 

used to help offset the General Fund increase.  This will bring the 

appropriate fund balance in the 2011 plan up to $4,900,000. 

 

 “The County tax levy will increase $427,521 or 2.16% to $20,260,838, 

although tax rates vary from town to town due to state established 

equalization rates.  The composite tax rate for all taxing districts has 

decreased $0.15 to $13.63 per $1,000 due to a slight increase in net 

assessments. 

 

 “The other tax that appears on your bill is the recycling or solid 

waste tax.  The tax levy for recycling in the solid waste budget has 

increased from $828,403 to $847,850, an increase of $19,447 or 2.35% for 

2011.  Appropriations have increased $70,816 or 5.62% from 2010.  

However, revenues have also increased $51,379 or 11.87%.  The proposed 
composite rate will drop from $0.58 to $0.57 per $1,000 of assessed value. 

 

 “I would like to thank the County Legislature, Department Heads, 

and all County employees for working very diligently the past four months 

on this 2011 budget. 
 

 “I would like to point out that the projected tax levy may not 

increase after tonight’s hearing without an additional public hearing.” 
 

 The Budget Officer presented slides on the proposed 2011 budget. 
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 George Penney spoke.  “I am pleased that the proposed budget 

has only a slight increase in taxes, but I am concerned with the increased 
appropriations, particularly an increase of appropriation of the cash on 

hand does not bode well for the future.  I hope that you will find ways to 

reduce the size of County Government.  Thank you.” 

 

 There being no further speakers, the hearing was adjourned at 6:23

Her high level of professionalism, her 
enthusiasm, her dedication to the goals of the agency and for continually 
striving to improve herself and those who work for her, Kathy’s firm but fair 
approach exemplifies our goals of accountability and self-sufficiency for 
our customers.   
 
 Legislator Huttleston spoke.  “Congratulations.  I saw her in the hall 
coming in and she always said it would be a cold day in hell if she got this 
award.  Thank goodness it got cold so they would give you this award.  I 
do want to congratulate the Committee.  It was a good selection.  I have 
heard a lot about you and all of the things I have heard have always 
been good.  I do appreciate you and all the employees that work for 
Tioga County.  The Committee has done a good job at making another 
good selection.  I appreciate everything you do, it makes my job easier 
and makes Shawn’s job easier.
