The First Special and Organizational Meeting of 2016 was called to order
by the Legislative Clerk at 9:00 A.M.

There were 17 people in attendance.

The Clerk asked Legislator Standinger to have a moment of Prayer. *Lord,
we thank you for our many blessings and we ask for your wisdom as we conduct
the business of the citizens of the County of Tioga.”

Legislator Standinger led all Legislators and those in attendance in the
Pledge of Allegiance.

County Clerk Andrea Klett swore in Legislators Huttleston, Monell,
Sauerbrey, and Sullivan, Sheriff Gary Howard, Coroner Robert Wiliams, and
Coroner Ryan Kline.

The Clerk announced that the first order of business was the election of a
Chair. Legislator Hollenbeck nominated Legislator Sauerbrey, seconded by
Legislator Monell. Legislator Monell moved to close the nominations, seconded
by Legislator Hollenbeck. On roll call vote all members voted Aye and the Clerk
cast one ballot and Legislator Sauerbrey was appointed Chair of the Tioga
County Legislature for a one year term.

County Clerk Andrea Klett swore Legislator Sauerbrey in as Chair of the
Tioga County Legislature for 2016.
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Chair Sauerbrey spoke. “Happy New Year everybody. As you can see,
we are nothing without the staff to keep us on line and doing things right
according to the law. First of all, | want to thank my fellow Legislators for your
support again. Many of us have been working together for close to 10 years
and after a while we get to know each other pretty well, and | hope that we will
confinue in the future this year to continue with new energy and new ideas for
the County.

Bill Ostrander began his
career with Tioga County on July 16, 2007 as the County's Geographic
Information Systems Manager. As Tioga County’s GIS Manager, Bill is responsible
for the collection of digital geographic information, which can be used for
making complex interactive maps. Map making and usage has always been a
critical component of many departments throughout the County and in the last
10 years digital mapping tools have become prevalent. Deploying them
effectively requires someone with skilled in both the tools themselves and how
they can be used to solve the myriad of problems different departments face.
In this capacity, Bill has proven to be an invaluable resource for nearly all county
departments, findings ways in which the county’s investments in these tools
provide more effective and efficient ways to manage information. His efforts
have saved the county in both time and dollars, and provide resources for
decision making at many levels in the community.

EXECUTIVE PROCLAMATION

WHEREAS: Radon is a naturally-occurring, colorless and odorless
radioactive gas that is the second leading cause of lung cancer in the
United States, and the leading cause of lung cancer among
nonsmokers; and

WHEREAS: One in fifteen homes across the United States has elevated
radon levels; and

WHEREAS: New Yorkers are encouraged to protect their families from the
serious health risks associated with radon by taking measures to reduce
elevated radon levels if found in their homes; and

WHEREAS: Inexpensive at-home radon test kits easily test for the naturally
occurring, colorless, odorless radioactive gas; and
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WHEREAS: the Tioga County Department of Public Health's Healthy
Neighborhoods Program offers outreach and educational efforts to help
combat the lung cancer risk posed by elevated levels of indoor radon
gas; and

WHEREAS: National Radon Action Month is an opportunity to educate
individuals on the available measure to reduce radon; therefore

THE TIOGA COUNTY LEGISLATURE, County of Tioga, does hereby proclaim
the month of January 2016 as

NATIONAL RADON ACTION MONTH

and urges all residents to take steps to have their homes tested for radon
and educate themselves, their families, and the community about the
dangers of radon gas.

It is very important because in Public Health we
think in terms of prevention and return on investment, and the return on
investment for radon exposure is significant, so it is well worth it for everyone
especially in the Eastern states like New York to have just a simple little radon test
done in their home, and you would be amazed at what it can do for you in long
term effects and savings for everybody in terms of healthcare costs and just
society. Thank you very much.”

WHEREAS: Governor Andrew Cuomo and Mayor De Blasio recently announced
an agreement to jointly subsidize the Metropolitan Transportation Authority’s
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(MTA) nearly $11 billion funding gap for its 2015-19 five-year capital program;
and

WHEREAS: As part of this agreement, the Governor is committing $8.3 billion in
state resources to cover the MTA plan’s multi-year deficit; and

WHEREAS: While we may agree that this vital investment in downstate transit is
needed, the state has yet to develop a new Department of Transportation 5-
year Capital Plan designed to assess current conditions and determine
investments needed to provide for the future needs of a modern, safe, reliable
and efficient multimodal fransportation system; and

WHEREAS: The enactment of the FAST Act, a fully funded five-year authorization
of federal surface fransportation programs that provides long-term federal
funding predictability, should now facilitate the state to develop and fund a
Transportation 5-Year Capital Plan; and

WHEREAS: Locally-owned roads and bridges account for 87 percent of the
State’s 110,000 miles of roadways and 50 percent of the State’s 18,000 bridges
and are responsible for a vast system of aging culverts. These locally-owned
transportation facilities are deteriorating at a rapid rate as counties continue to
struggle to find adequate funding for their maintenance and replacement; and

WHEREAS: Three of the last four DOT/MTA five-year capital programs were
virtually identical in size; and

WHEREAS: For nearly two decades, through 2009, the parity agreement was
honored and both five-year capital programs were similar in size as well as
adopted within a month of each other. It is necessary to once again restore

WHEREAS: According to a 2014 Comptroller’s report, thirty four percent (34%) of
bridges are deficient and forty-eight percent (48%) of road pavements in the

WHEREAS: The shift of costs for this state mandated service has become so
imbalanced that the counties of New York now cover more than 80% of the cost
burden; and
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WHEREAS: Implementation of the constitutional right to counsel under Gideon is
a state, not county, obligation; and

WHEREAS: In 2006 the Kaye Commission on the Future of Indigent Defense
Services declared that the New York State System of County-Delivered Indigent
Services is in crisis and urged the expeditious establishment of an Independent
Public Defense Commission; and

WHEREAS: The State of New York and multiple counties are now defendants,
and recently entered into a settlement, in the matter of Hurrell-Harring, et al. v.
State of Nell’ York, a systemic lawsuit similar to many that have been successful
across the country seeking to fransform the indigent legal defense system; and

each and every county therein; and

WHEREAS: The state can both comply with its obligations under the settlement
and significantly improve the public defense system by establishing a 100

March 15, 2016

The Third Regular Meeting of 2016 was held on March 15, 2016 and was
called to order by the Chair at 6:00 P.M. All Legislative members were present.

Chair Sauerbrey asked Legislator Sullivan to have a moment of prayer.
“Heavenly Father, we pray you confinue to watch over us as we strive to serve
the people of Tioga County. We ask that you guide us and grant us the
blessings of wisdom, courage, and understanding so that our actions meet the
needs of those we serve. In your son’'s name hear our prayer.”

Legislator Sullivan led all Legislators and those in attendance in the Pledge
of Allegiance.

There were 15 people in attendance.

Tara Chilson of the Employee Recognition Committee presented the
Employee of the 1st Quarter 2016 to Liz Struble of the Sheriff's Department.

“At this time we would like to thank the Legislature on behalf of the
Employee Recognition Committee for your support for this program. Liz was
selected as Employee of the 1st Quarter of 2016. She is a Dispatcher at the
Sheriff's Department. She started working for Tioga County as a Dispatcher at
the Sheriff’s Department on May 19, 2002 until September 3, 2004. She left for a
short time and returned to the Department as a Dispatcher on October 29, 2006.
Liz has a very difficult job. As a Dispatcher, it is her responsibility to handle calls
when they come in, calm down the callers who at times are very anxious and
agitated, and gather all the important details to pass along to the Deputies. This
is a weighty responsibility because one error can put the Deputies in jeopardy.

“Due to the nature of this job, it is easy for others to get frustrated and
those frustrations at fimes are directed at Liz, but she always is polite and calm.
Liz is a multitasker, which is a must in Dispatching, gathering information from the
caller, entering it into the computer, fransmitting information to the Deputies,
looking up driver information, assisting coworkers with transmissions and keeping
track of the Deputies location to ensure their safety.

“Liz was born on Long Island, New York and lived there for 14 years. She
then moved to Barton and attended Tioga Central School. She worked at
Hadco/Samina for 27 years. She has been married for 38 years to her husband
Charles. She has one stepdaughter and two grandchildren who reside in
Florida. Liz enjoys many hobbies, which include gardening, needlework, reading
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and shopping. She also loves driving her new Mini Cooper. Liz enjoys spending
time with her family and friends. Liz is a great asset to the Sheriff's Department
and to the residents of Tioga County. Thank you Liz for your outstanding loyalty
to and hard work for the County. Your dedication is appreciated by us all.”

Legislator Mullen spoke. “Good evening. It is a unique privilege for me to
recognize Liz tonight because for 17 years | was a road trooper here in Tioga
County, and | can tell you there is no better friend than for a road trooper or a
road deputy or any police officer working a road or a serious incident to have a
Dispatcher who is calm, cool and collected and helping you think through a
serious incident, and | can tell you it was always a relief. | spent many many
evenings in Liz's company where | was in the State Troop car and Liz was at the
Dispatch desk at the Public Safety Building, but when you ask Liz to do
something for you it got done and if you forgot to do something, you did not
really forget because Liz remembered. | can fell you that | have firsthand
experience in life and death situations, and the resolution says she is calm, cooal,
and collected, and that is exactly what she is. She is a professional, she is easy
going, and she makes a very difficult job of a law enforcement officer much
much easier, and | just want to congratulate on behalf of the County Legislative
body and thank you for your hard work and dedication to Tioga County.”

Sheriff Howard spoke. “Liz is the calm before the storm and during the
storm, and after the storm. She guides everybody through. She knows what to
do. She tells us what to do. She tells the Deputies, the Troopers, and all the
Police Officers. She is very calm and you never have a problem understanding
what she wants you to do. She will tell you. She left us for a little while. | heard
she was back. | tracked her down, | begged her to come back, and she did,
and | think she is here to stay. We really appreciate her. Tioga County should
be very happy and proud to have her as an employee.”

Liz spoke. “Thank you, | am very honored to accept this. Thank you very
much.”

Chair Sauerbrey gave the State of the County Address.

“I am pleased to have this opportunity to tell you about our
accomplishments and challenges over the last year and give you a glimpse of
the State of the County.

“Change is a part of daily life and last year we lost several leaders and
friends. We were saddened by the loss of former Legislators Dom D'Angelo and
George Penney; and most recently Legislator Ray Case.
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“With the start of a new year we congratulated Bob Woodburn on his
retirement and welcomed, County Clerk, Andrea Klett, Department of Health
Director Lisa McCafferty and Legislator Dennis Mullen.

“Tioga County is a great place to live and raise a family. We have
excellent schools, it's safe, and it's beautiful.  This is our home, where we raise
our families and hopefully enjoy our grandchildren, but for our children to stay in
the areaq, they need good jobs, decent housing and opportunity.

“In 2015 we celebrated Tioga Downs's approval for the Casino License
application; the arrival of a new manufacturing company, Crown Cork and
Seal, $300,000 Main Street Grant for the Village of Waverly; and the ground
breaking of Owego Gardens housing project. Tioga County is part of the
Southern Tier Regional Economic Development Council. The Council received
$117 million for 100 projects and URI (upstate revitalization incentives) strategies
that will benefit Tioga County, as well as the entire Southern Tier.

“Last year we reduced our unemployment rate by 1.1% from the year
before. There was over $318 million in new investment, 813 direct permanent
jobs and 1,300 direct construction jobs that were created and/or retained.
There has been nearly $3.7 million in loans and grants made over the last year
coupled with over $230,000 in private investment by our small businesses.

“Our Tioga Business Services Team has been working together to bring
jobs to our county, last week over 900 people attended the second annual job
fair with over 80 businesses participating. The efforts of the Economic
Development and Planning Department, along with our partners, have brought
and retained jobs, investment, proper planning, improvements and growth
opportunities.

“The Tyler Technologies Financial Management Accounting System
(FMAS) Software Project has been the largest and most time consuming project
we have taken on in several years, encompassing every county department
and requiring a tremendous amount of staff time. All of our departments from
DSS, to Board of Elections have been involved in the planning, implementation
and training of this financial software project. Financials went live in November,
payroll in January and HR is currently underway. This system will create
efficiencies that will save us time and provide more accurate timely financial
information.

“The IT Department has been involved in the Tyler FMAS Project and will
be more so as we complete training and stand alone. They keep our computers
running, they manage our communications and much more. Last year we
launched a new website which is much easier to navigate and contains more
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information. We also installed a new phone system throughout the county. The
new phone system allowed DSS to create a call center for the HEAP (Home
Energy Assistance Program) department. The HEAP staff now can log into the
call center and take calls as they come in rather than only have one phone to
answer calls.

“We were successful in updating the County Security Policy and will follow
through with the implementation in 2016. The Document Restoratfion project
from the flood of 2011 was finally completed and documents are back on the
shelves. Other FEMA projects have been closed out and we expect to finish the
rest by the end of the year. The Law Department has been active in all of these
projects along with many others including the bidding out of the new Jail
Medical and Mental Hygiene Services Contract.

“Since we can’t control Mother Nature, severe summer storms continue to
create havoc with culverts and drain pipes and create problems throughout the
county. Our Public Works Department addressed those issues and worked with
Towns and Villages to get roads and bridges back in shape and safe again.
Three bridge projects were completed and the Third and Final Phase of the
County Court House Restoration was completed. The Department of Solid
Waste continues to provide a safe and economical method for residents to
dispose of their waste and to recycle items mandated by State law. As an
added bonus more than 800 tons of tires have been cleaned up over an eight
year period through a special donation from Upstate Shredding-Ben Weitsman.

“There are approximately 4,000 veterans in Tioga County and our
Veterans Services Department is here to serve the needs of all our Tioga County
Veterans. Last year, with the help of our Real Property Department, the
Legislature adopted a new local law, approving the Gold Star Veteran
Exemption for parents who have lost a child who died in the line of duty serving
for the United States Military.

“We continue to provide quality services to the citizens of Tioga County
through the Mental Health Department and the Department of Social Services.
Our staff is committed to delivering services for people who need help, be it
counseling for alcohol or drug addiction, providing food for the table, housing,
or help with family matters. We provide programs to insure that the children of
Tioga County have enough to eat and a safe place to live.

“Recently we heard from a mom who was part of the Healthy
Neighborhoods Program; a personal health, and safety program administered
by the County Health Department. Last year she had been given two carbon
monoxide detectors that were installed in her home. As it tfurns out, during the
night a detector alerted them that the house had been filed with Carbon
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Monoxide and they evacuated the home. She called the next day to express
her thanks for saving herself and her five children.

“Our Public Safety team continues to keep us safe from danger and
disaster. The Sheriff’'s Department, Fire Bureau, and Emergency Management
Office work together to insure our well-being. Increased drug activity has taken
up additional county services and concern. Deaths by heroin overdoses have
increased. This is an addiction that affects people from every walk of life. We just
held a meeting to find out how the heroin epidemic has affected Tioga County
and what resources we have to deal with the problem. Needless to say our
resources are few and the questions how to fight it are many. We have joined
the rest of the country in the fight against heroin and other drug issues.

“Planning for the future is a big challenge because we are never sure
what is going to happen to the financial markets, job scene or if there will be
another costly disaster. We love the low gas prices, however it has franslated
into a decrease in sales tax income for the county of 3.4% from 2014.

“So let's talk about the Tax Cap. Everyone loves the idea of keeping
taxes low, including the Legislature. The public perception is that the cap is at
2%, but the calculations presented by the State include Pilot Receivables,
previous year rollover funds and the Inflation Factor, our estimated levy is 1.5% or
less. It's great for the taxpayers, but with very limited fund balance to add to
the budget it's a challenge to fund day to day operations without cutting
services.

“For the last ten years, Tioga County has kept its Property Tax Rate at an
average of 2%. 83% of the County Budget is designated for mandated
programs. When State Lawmakers enacted the property tax cap they said
mandate relief would follow. They capped Medicaid and reformed the pension
system, but they did nothing to lower mandates for the counties. | believe we
have done all we can to keep our taxes down and now we need the state to
keep their promise and give us mandate relief.

“As we set goals for the future they are pretty basic! We will finish up with
our financial software project, continue to provide needed services, work for
new jobs, and keep taxes low. That is what you have told us you want and that
is what we intend to do.

“As Chair of the Legislature | am at the county every day and I'm able to
be part of our county operations and see how our employees go about their
daily business. Our successes during the past year are largely due to the hard
work and dedication of our county Department Heads and their staff. | am
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extremely proud of all of our employees, I'm proud of the work that we do here,
of the services we provide to the citizens of Tioga County.

“Thank you for this opportunity to address you today.

“Each year | ask each department to provide an Annual Report to the
Legislature noting their accomplishments. These reports are very informative
and contain a lot of data. | encourage you to go on the legislative page on the
county website and review the reports that the departments have presented.”

EXECUTIVE PROCLAMATION

WHEREAS: Stroke is a leading cause of serious long-term disability and the fourth leading
cause of death in the United States, killing over 134,000 people nationwide and more than 30
citizens of Tioga County each year; and

WHEREAS: Stroke prevalence is projected to increase by 24.9% between 2010 and 2030 and
the direct medical costs in the U.S. for treating stroke are expected to increase by 238% from
$28.3 billion in 2010 to $95.6 billion by 2030; and

WHEREAS: Warning signs of stroke include sudden numbness or weakness of the face, arm or
leg, especially on one side of the body; sudden confusion, trouble speaking or understanding;
sudden trouble seeing in one or both eyes; sudden trouble walking, dizziness, loss of balance or
coordination; and sudden severe headache with no known cause; and

WHEREAS: Americans are more aware of the risk factors and warning signs for stroke than in
the past, but according to a recent survey, one-third of adults cannot identify any symptoms;
and

WHEREAS: Studies show that the quick actions by EMS professionals are instrumental in
saving lives from stroke and producing better outcomes for stroke survivors, but more than a third
of stroke patients fail fo use EMS; and

WHEREAS: New and effective freatments have been developed to treat and minimize the
severity and damaging effect of strokes, but much more research is needed, therefore be it

RESOLVED: That the TIOGA COUNTY LEGISLATURE does hereby Proclaim and designate the
month of May 2016 as:

AMERICAN STROKE MONTH IN TTOGA COUNTY

and urges all the citizens of our County to familiarize themselves with the risk factors associated
with stroke, recognize the warning signs and symptoms, and on the first signs of a stroke dial 9-1-1
immediately so that we might begin to reduce the devastating effects of stroke on our
population.

RESOLUTION NO. 103-16 REQUEST STATE TO FUND MANDATED
DISTRICT ATTORNEY SALARY INCREASE

WHEREAS: On December 24, 2015, New York State Commission on Legislative,
Judicial, and Executive Compensation voted to recommend increasing all state
judge salaries in 2016 and 2018; and

WHEREAS: The recommended increase placed Supreme Court judges’ salaries
at $193,000 in 2016 and $203,000 in 2018 and placed County Court Judges at
95% of a Supreme Court Justice’s salary, and on April 1st the state approved the
Commission’s recommendation; and

WHEREAS: New York State Judiciary Law Section 183-a links judicial salaries to
County District Attorney (DA) salaries to be equal or higher than either the
County Court Judge or Supreme Court Judge in a county, depending on
county size and full-time or part-time status; and

WHEREAS: For over 50 years, the state has funded all salary increases that they
imposed on the counties; and

WHEREAS: The District Attorneys Association of the State of New York (DAASNY),
recognizing the automatic nature of these increases and its effect on local
county budgets, and further to support the counties' position, requested in
correspondences with state officials that the state fund this salary increase as
well; and

WHEREAS: This salary increase recommendation occurred well after all counties
set their 2016 budgets in law, and to the extent that the Commission’s
recommendations, do in fact, supersede the provisions of Judiciary Law section

RESOLVED: That the Chair of the Tioga County Legislature is hereby
authorized to sign, on behalf of the Tioga County Legislature, a Letter of
Support, to indicate the support of the Tioga County Legislature of the said
grant application by the Village of Owego.

Legislator Mullen spoke. “After much consternation and discussion with
many people on this subject, it has boiled down to one thing for me, the Village
of Owego residents. The grant application requires that the Village residents
vote for it or against it. They are the people that are represented by the Village
of Owego Board and the County Legislature. Therefore and for that reason only
will | support that we vote for this grant application because if we do not that is
not a guarantee to the Village of Owego residents where they will have a say in
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this matter. | believe that they should have a say in this matter. It is their Village,
their Police Department.

“The only other thing that | would add, in this process this will not cost the
County residents one red cent or my vote will be no. The Village of Owego is
not going to get a stipend. They have a Police Department or Police services
from the County. If they can afford it and pay for it, and it is agreed upon by all
parties, then the answer is yes. This is not a vote to get rid of the Police
Department. This is a vote to do this properly and put this to bed finally. Yes or
no, the people get to say yes or no. You are the ones who pay the taxes in the
Villaoge of Owego. The only guaranteed way that the Village residents get a say
is fo vote yes for this grant application.”

Legislator Sullivan spoke. ‘I have some questions and comments. Do |
address either the Village Board or their Aftorney, | have a question on a
technical mattere It is in regards to the grant itself and it appears that there are
two tracks that this grant can take, either a fast track or a venture track. Can
someone tell me whether you are going down that venture track or the fast
fracke

The Village Attorney spoke. “I will respond to that, the Mayor was unable
to be here today, so | am going to speak in his absence. You are right, we had
those discussions with State officials. There are two different tracks. At this point
we have been advised by the State that our project would qualify more for the
venture track than the fast track. Whether or not that can change in the future,
| do not know, but that will be an ongoing discussion with the State. At this point
in time they have advised that we take the so-called venture track.”

Legislator Sullivan spoke. “To me that was important because in reading
the guidelines it specifies and that track as you know has four phases, and
before moving info phase 3 or phase 4 requires resolution of both Legislative
bodies. Is that correct as you know ite”

The Village Attorney spoke. “Yes, thatis correct and the comments made
by Dennis are correct that none of this will be finalized and approved unless it
comes back to the County for approval and any kind of municipal agreement.
This is an application for grant funding, not approval of a contfract.”

Legislator Sullivan spoke. “At some point if the project continues to be
viable, it could or could not come back to the Legislature for final approval or it
could fade away and die if it ends up not being viable, but either way it comes
back to both Legislative bodies to do a final approval. Thank you.”
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Legislator Standinger spoke. ‘I understand fully that there are a lot of
polifical situations currently ongoing in the Village involving the Police
Department and | am not going to go intfo these details, but relying on my
education, which include a Master's Degree in Criminal Justice and also 25
years with the New York State Police and working locally here with the Police
Departments, the Counftry is going towards community policing in Villages and
concentrated metropolitan areas. The Village of Owego is a metropolitan area
for Tioga County, which requires a different level of policing than is provided by
the State Police or the Sheriff's Department, and in light of that it is pretty critical
to maintain that level of service for the residents and | think that any study is
going to demonstrate that. | think | have basically given you my opinion of this
whole situation in regards to that. | am fully aware of all the things that are
going on behind the scenes here. Thank you.”

Legislator Weston spoke. ‘I feel that the resolution is for information
gathering only. At this point as far as the County is concerned, | firmly believe
that it is a home rule decision and the people, the residents, the voting residents
of the Village of Owego should be the ones making the decision. Therefore | will
vote yes on the resolution to use the outside funds in order to make a
determination and then from there the ball court is all empty and vacant and
then the teams will come out to do whatever they want them to do or however
they want to work or whatever the propositions might be.”

Legislator Huttleston spoke. *“I was originally going to vote no for this the
other day when | found out about it, but since then we had the meeting today,
we goft the resolution and | made it clear to Dennis, Marte and everybody the
purpose of the resolution. It is basically just to apply for a grant and there were
some things added to the resolution regarding whether you have a Police
Department in the Village or not is up to the residents, and that is what | want to
make sure that the residents have that say. It is their Village, it is not my Village.
It is your Village and you have the right to have an addendum and vote yes or
no.

“All this is doing is applying for a grant and | understand if the grant is
approved then there will be a lot of things that will have to be drawn up
regarding. First, the residents have got to vote for it and once it is approved
then we have to have a relationship between the Tioga County Legislature, the
Sheriff’s Department, the Mayor and the Village of Owego, but up to this point |
think some of the contacts | have, they were not aware and | want to make sure
that this is nothing more than applying for a grant, which we do all the fime in
the County and sometimes you get approval of grants, sometimes you do not.
Every Department is constantly applying for grants and | think sometimes if there
is a grant out there, if you do not take advantage of it, if it is a helpful grant,
then it is good for all parties in the final decision. Thank you.”
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Chair Sauerbrey spoke. “Before | close discussion | would like to make a
comment or two. | do represent the Village of Owego and | am concerned
about the safety and well-being of our citizens. | have heard from many of you
this week. | have called a Trustee, | have had some conversations with people,
and it is very emotional for all of us, but let me share something with you. The
last few years this issue has been brought to us on several occasions. It takes a
lot of time, it takes a lot of investigation, and there is always a lot of controversy.
| am ready for that to be over. This option gives us an opportunity to investigate
and discern if a consolidation plan would work or be effective, or it would be
affordable by the Village or the County. This is the time to make the decision.
The fact finding will come together. Then the citizens get to say yes or no, and
then it is done and then we do not have to deal with it anymore.”

“I have enjoyed many professional relationships and collaborating with
many other agencies through the years. County departments such as
Probation, the Youth Bureau, Mental Hygiene, the District Aftorney’s office, Law
Enforcement, the Health Department, agencies such as A New Hope Center,
Cornell Cooperative Extension and contract providers such as Lourdes PACT,
Liberty Resources, Glove House, and Berkshire Farm. Working together we have
been able to accomplish great things.

“To successfully work in the field of human services you have to have
someone outside of work to talk to. Thank you to my husband for being my daily
sounding board and support. He has listened to me a lot right after work for a
large number of years and | have been blessed to have three stepdaughters,
Amy, Courtney, and Alexis who is here today who are the people that taught
me that you can love other people’s children as much as you would your own.
Last and most importantly | want to thank the many families, children and adults
my staff and | have worked with, people who due to no fault of their own have
needed the services and help our department provides and | would like to also
say thank you to the counties foster and adoptive parents who have provided
love and care for so many children in need.

“I wish those coming after me well, | know a new Deputy and a new
Director of Services are going to do a tremendous job and | wish them well. It
has been a great 39 years. | have been fruly blessed. | will miss every one and
miss the work tremendously, but | want to thank you for giving me this
opportunity to serve Tioga County.”

William Ostrander of the Employee Recognition Committee presented the
Employee of the 2nd Quarter 2016 to Stephanie Carrigg of the Law Department.
“| found out after | got here that there is a script for this, so | do not have the
script.  Tioga County Employee Recognition Committee met recently to
consider an important matter and found Paralegal Stephanie Carrigg guilty on
all counts of being Tioga County Employee of the 2nd Quarter. Now that the
verdict has been rendered, we are going to have a backwards frial, so
Stephanie would you please come down here so you face all of your accusers?

“I am going to review some of the events leading up to Stephanie’s
nomination. Stephanie began her career with Tioga County on October 3, 1988
as a Clerk Typist in the Department of Social Services. She was quickly promoted
to Senior Typist and then to Administrative Secretary, a position she held until
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November 1997. Stephanie then entered the Law Department in Tioga County
as secretary to the First Assistant County Attorney. Stephanie furthered her
education throughout her employment with Tioga County. She became a
Paralegal in the Law Department in 2000, a position she holds today.

“The Committee received eyewitness testimony of what has happened in
the past 16 years and found that Stephanie’s commitment to detail and her
understanding of new developments within the law are valued attributes she
brings to her work.

County Atftorney Judy Quigley spoke. “l am not used to presenting
evidence, | am usually on the other side of the bench. We in the Law
Department are pleased and proud that Steph has been selected to be
honored by this award. Steph truly deserves to be singled out as one of the best
of the more than 400 employees of Tioga County. She works in the office in the
Law Department that prosecutes the child abuse, neglect and support cases.
Steph is one of those normally unsung heroes, quietly working behind the scenes
to make it all happen, to keep the wheels of justice turning. Most people do not
realize  what goes into prosecuting these kinds of cases, interviewing,
subpoenaing and preparing witnesses for testimony, interacting with law
enforcement, caseworkers, medical professionals, Court personnel and lay
witnesses, making sure that nothing is overlooked, making sure justice is done
and the abused and neglected children of Tioga County are protected.

Wow, how depressing is that for a jobe How much pressure is that,
day in and day out seeing the worst of humanity and there are a lot of people
in this room | see who are faced with the same challenges every day, but here is
the thing, Steph somehow is able to remain upbeat and positive despite all of it.
Despite all she comes to work with a smile on her face and is ready to give it her
all, and | do not know how she does it, but | know this, her smile and her positive
demeanor is infectious, her work ethic is amazing, and we in Tioga County are
lucky to have her on our side. Congratulations to you Steph and thank you so
much for all you do for us and for the kids of Tioga County.”

Legislator Standinger read and presented the following Proclamation on
Suicide Prevention Awareness Month. “I am very grateful in Tioga County we
have a Suicide Coalition, which was started in the past couple of years by the
Health Department and the Mental Hygiene Department.”

County of Tioga
EXECUTIVE PROCLAMATION

WHEREAS: Suicide is one of the most disruptive and tragic events a family and a
community can experience, with more than 40,000 lives lost each year in the US and
an estimated 8-25 attempted suicides for each suicide death; and

WHEREAS: Suicide is the 10th-leading cause of all deaths and the third-leading cause
of death among people from the age of 15 to 24; and

WHEREAS: There have been over 25 suicides in our community in the past three years
and numbers continue to rise, among people of all ages and backgrounds; and

WHEREAS: Public awareness of this terrifying problem is the key to preventing further
suffering and loss of life; the risk for human self-destruction can be reduced through
awareness, education and treatment; and the highest risk for suicide is among the
survivors of those who died by suicide or those who have attempted suicide; and

WHEREAS: Suicide prevention has been declared a national priority by the President
and Congress; and New York State declares suicide prevention as a state priority and
has been identified as a fop priority in improving the health of our community in Tioga
County; and
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WHEREAS: Tioga County Public Health and Mental Hygiene departments serve as
leaders in the effort to prevent suicide, through facilitation of the Community Health
Improvement Plan and the Tioga County Suicide Coadalition; and

WHEREAS: The Tioga County Suicide Coalition is a collaboration of organizations
working to eliminate the stigma of suicide, educate the community about the warning
signs of suicide, and ultimately reduce the rate of suicide in our community; and

WHEREAS: Tioga County Mental Hygiene is commiftted to excellence in suicide
prevention, intervention, and postintervention; now therefore

THE TIOGA COUNTY LEGISLATURE, County of Tioga, does hereby proclaim the month of
September 2016 as
SUICIDE PREVENTION AWARENESS MONTH

and urges all residents to take steps to educate themselves, their families, and the
community about the importance of recognizing warning signs of suicide.

Legislator Standinger spoke. “In my prior career with the State Police,
unfortunately | had to respond to a lot of incidents where people took their own
lives and every single one of them was a tragedy. Whatever we can do to
prevent that from happening and have families have to go through that is a
good thing. | am glad we are issuing this Proclamation.”

Wendy Arnold, Children’s SPOA Coordinator/Corporate Compliance
Officer for Mental Hygiene spoke. *I Co-Chair our Suicide Prevention Coalition
for Tioga County with Heather Morgan from the Health Department. We work
under the auspice of Tioga County Mental Hygiene. Our Tioga County Suicide
Codlition has been active in offering free frainings in our community since 2013.
Everyone in our community should consider being educated on the warning
signs of suicide so they can have knowledge of connecting their loved ones to
life saving resources. Our coalition can also offer resources to those who have
had a loss by suicide, by connecting them to active support groups in
surrounding counties. If anyone would like more information on how to access
free training or support services, then they would simply contact our Tioga
County Mental Hygiene number at 687-4000."

Heather Morgan of the Public Health Department spoke. “Thank you
again for taking this opportunity for this Proclamation. As you may recall under
our community health improvement plan with the Health Department, mental
health and substance abuse was defined as one of our priority health issues in
our community health assessment in 2013 through 2017 and under that suicide
was recognized as one of our leading objectives. Through that we have been
expanding our suicide coadlition. There are several members, both through the
community and schools, active partners that are involved in our coalition
seeking to improve this expansion of our suicide coalition.
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“Currently we received a grant through the State to try to come up with
some different interventions and how we are going to lower the suicide rate,
and as Wendy said some of the things we have been doing are offering free
trainings throughout the community. One of them is called Question, Persuade,
Refer where we are basically teaching the general lay person or anybody how
to go out into the community and ask someone if they are suicidal. That training
is available to anyone and it is completely free. There are currently two of us
that are certified. There is another two people that are working on certifications
for this training and it is available to county employees, it is available to
businesses. We are working on promoting that training just to raise general
awareness about suicide.

This past Saturday there was an event at Tioga Downs where they helped
promote a race dedication night for suicide awareness and then at the end of
this month on Thursday, September 29 we are going to have a vigil right out in
front of the Courthouse to raise general awareness about suicide and honor
those who have lost someone to suicide. You will of course see lots of
information about that, most of you probably get tons of e-mails from me all the
time promoting events in the County, but | really hope that you will participate in
this event, as again | said and Wendly, it is very important just to bring awareness
to this topic and maybe some of you have lost someone to suicide. Statistics
show that every tfime a person passes away to suicide or their life is lost, another
six people are affected by suicide. This is happening in our community and all
of you | am sure at some point or maybe have been affected by it. Hopefully at
some point or another you can pass this information on and we will be sure to
keep you updated. If you are ever interested, our Suicide Coalition meets on
the fourth Tuesday of every month. That is an open meeting so we do
encourage you and invite you to attend our Coalition. Thank you.”

Lisa McCafferty, Public Health Director spoke. “l guess the only comment |
am going to make about suicide that has always frustrated me the most is we
talk about suicide statistics, but proportionately higher rates of suicide occur
with our Veterans, and | think over the years we have kind of lost sight of that, so
| guess that is one of those things that when we talk about suicide do focus on
our Veterans and if you interact with Veterans, you know kind of be mindful
because a lot of times there really are no signs that they are struggling and do
need supportive services. Thank you very much for the Proclamation.”

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WHEREAS: It is a fundamental right of all persons in the United States to be
represented by counsel in all criminal prosecutions; and in the case of Gideon
vs. Wainwright, 372 U.S. 335, the United States Supreme Court ruled that persons
who were unable to afford counsel had a constitutional right to be defended by
an appointed attorney paid by the State; and

WHEREAS: The New York State Senate and Assembly have passed historic
legislation entitled Public Defense Mandate Relief Act (S.8114/A.10706) which
will require New York State to reimburse counties for expenditures made fulfilling
the state's obligation to provide representation for those financially unable to
afford counsel commencing in 2017 and incrementally reaching 100% in 2023
and thereafter; and

WHEREAS: The Public Defense Mandate Relief Act (S.8114/A.10706) will give the
Indigent Legal Service Office the authority "to adopt, promulgate, amend or
rescind rules and regulations to carry out the provisions of [Executive Law 832];
and

WHEREAS: The Public Defense Mandate Relief Act (S.8114/A.10706) also requires
that the various counties and New York City receive an amount equal to the
amount paid from the Indigent Legal Services Fund to the counties and NYC in
March 2010; and

WHEREAS: New York State has previously entered into an agreement to settle
the Hurrell-Harring vs. State of New York class action lawsuit and has begun to
expend substantial amounts of State funds to create a more equitable and
Constitutional system of representation in only the five settflement counties and
creating an unequal system of justice in the remaining counties of the State; and

WHEREAS: By entering into such agreement and funding additional services in
only the five settlement counties, the State acknowledges that it is
constitutionally required to fund public defense services for mandated
representation; and

WHEREAS: Requiring counties subject to a State-imposed tax cap to finance the
State's obligation to provide public defense services imposes a significant,
uncontrollable financial burden on counties dependent on real property taxes
to fund needed services; both problems would be remedied under the Public
Defense Mandate Relief Act (S.8114/A.10706) as passed by the New York State
Senate and Assembly; now therefore be it
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RESOLVED: That the Tioga County Legislature hereby strongly urges Governor
Cuomo to sign the Public Defense Mandate Relief Act (S.8114/A.10706} when it

He gave us a lot of years of service in this County to the people
that reside here and | will say one thing “fantastic” because that is what he
always said before our committee meetings. He was always a bright light and
unfortunately he is not here with us, but we have a lot of stories to tell about him.
Thank you.”
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Frank Okrasinski, Fire Coordinator spoke. “In order to keep this short |
wrote it down. | first met John in 1983 when | became a member of the County
Fire Investigation Team. | was really new to that kind of stuff and did not know
anything and John explained that it is just a puzzle and there are some pieces
missing, so keep looking, you will find it. Later on John became a Commissioner
for the Town of Owego Fire District and at that time | was the Southside Fire
Chief, so at the same fime | became the Senior Fire Investigator. It got quite
confusing sometimes because sometimes | was John's boss and sometimes he
was my boss.

“We had an investigation one Sunday up in Dryden. Tompkins County did
not have a team at the time so they called us to go help them and it was a fire
supposedly started by a juvenile at a park structure in Dryden, and they thought
that the juvenile was using gasoline. By the way the State Police found him
walking down the street with a bottle of ginger ale that looked funny and it
really smelled funny and he refused to drink it, but anyway they heard that we
had some equipment that could find the gasoline leftover from a fire. | called
John and he knew how to use the equipment better than | did, so | called John
and | said how about you come up and help me. We will not be long. Well, it
was a really nice outhouse and it really had a nice holding tank underneath if,
and neither John or | crawled in too close with the sniffer to find out. | guess it is
needless to say that when | fried to get my budget through that year | had to
explain a lot of details.

“John became the Fire Coordinator as we saw in 1999 and us Deputy
Coordinators started calling him the boss. Well, he was not bossy, it was just to
remind him that he was the leader and he was responsible for us. He always
gave orders with please or can you, or would you, if you do not mind, those kind
of things. He never asked us to do anything that he would not do and he hardly
ever missed a meeting, investigation, search or Hazmat call. John became well
known throughout the State with his New York State Association of Fire Chiefs
and even with that he kept bringing back news and ideas to our County to
make the Fire Service in Tioga County much better, stronger and, of course,
more respected. Whenever a situation came up or a decision had to be made
by John, his yardstick always was how will the answer affect and make the Fire
Service in Tioga County better and stronger. He, of course, is missed and | hope
we continue using his leadership style to build a stronger and better fire service.

Upon
inquiry, Sabre acknowledged this failure, which it asserted was
attributable to a PDF conversion error, and Sabre submitted the missing
information, but after bid opening. Post bid opening submissions cannot
be considered. The failure to provide the completed Point by Point
Specification Response by the time of bid opening constitutes a non-
waivable material and substantfial defect in complying with the
mandatory bid specifications. The failure placed Sabre at an advantage
over VFP Inc. since Sabre could use the lack of specificity to deviate or
not comply with bid specifications it did not acknowledge it would
comply with. The purpose of requiring the Point by Point Specification
Response was to ensure the vendor was aware and acknowledged them,
thus Sabre’s failure to provide a complete response runs counter to the
specific reason it was required to be included in the bid.

County Legislature.

Section 4. Contract Authority

The Administrators, subject to approval of the County Legislature, may
contract for such services as deemed necessary for the operation and
administration of the plan.

SECTION 2. SEVERABILITY

If any clause, sentence, paragraph subdivision, section or part of this law or the

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Be It Enacted by the Tioga County Legislature of the County of Tioga, as follows:

SECTION 1:
This Section amends the Rules and Regulatfions for the Tioga County Self-
Insurance Plan for Workers' Compensation.

A. Participation

In addition to the County, participation in the plan shall be available to the
Tioga County Soil and Water Conservation District, all of the towns and villages
located within the geographical boundaries of Tioga County, and active
volunteer firefighters pursuant to provisions of New York State Workers'
Compensation Law Section 63.

B. Entry and Withdrawal and Payment of Outstanding Liabilities

New Participants as defined in Paragraph A hereof and other than those in the
Plan at the time of its adoption, shall be admitted as of January first, following
the date of application for participation; provided, however, that a certified
copy of a resolution of the governing body of the applicant shall be filed with
the Administrators by the preceding July first.

A partficipant may withdraw from the plan effective at the end of a fiscal year
by filing with the Administrators on or before the preceding July first a certified
copy of a resolution of its governing body electing to withdraw from the plan.

As a condition of withdrawal from the Plan, the participant must enter intfo a
withdrawal agreement with Tioga County and must agree to pay in a lump sum
or the Administrators may, subject to the approval of the County Legislature,
permit such payment to be made in installments, an equitable share of the
outstanding liabilities of the Plan as of the date of withdrawal. If payment of the
equitable share of the outstanding liabilities of the Plan is to be made in
installments, an installment payment plan and other necessary terms and
conditions shall be set forth in the withdrawal agreement. For purposes of this
paragraph, the phrase “equitable share of outstanding liabilities of the Plan”
shall mean all of those current and open compensation cases originating from
the participant and included in the Plan on or before the effective January 1sf of
the participant’s withdrawal from the Plan, and all those compensation cases
originating from the participant which are closed as of the date of withdrawal
but which in the judgement of the Administrators are likely to be re-opened after
the January 1st withdrawal date. The Administrators shall hire an actuary to
obtain an actuarial assessment in order to determine the withdrawing
participant’s equitable share of the outstanding liabilities.
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C. Apportionment of Costs

Each participant shall be liable to pay their proportionate share of the cost of
participation in the Plan, including all administrative costs and expenses, using
the following formula:

Thirty-five percent (35%) shall be apportioned to each participant in the
proportion that the full valuation of its taxable real property bears to the
aggregate full valuation of all participants. The county’s proportionate share
shall include the total full valuation of all towns within Tioga County including
those who may not be participating in the self-insurance plan.

Thirty-five percent (35%) shall be based on the proportion each participant’s
gross annual payroll bears to the total payroll of all participants, using the total
payroll from the last full calendar year immediately preceding issuance of the
bills (example, use 2015 payroll for 2017 bills).

Thirty percent (30%) shall be based on the proportion that each participant’s
claims utilization bears in relation to the aggregate losses of the Plan. Claims
utilization includes any payments made related to the claim(s) for a
participant’s employee(s). A five consecutive year claim utilization average will
be used for each participant, to be phased in by using a four consecutive year
claim utilization average for 2017 bills. Starting in 2018 and thereafter five
consecutive year claim utilization will be used.

D. Payment by Participants

Each participant will receive their annual bill for the fiscal year at the start of the
fiscal year. Each participant shall pay the County Treasurer half of their annual
bill by January 31 of the current year and the remaining half of the bill by July 31
of the current year.

E. Reserve

A reserve of $6,000,000.00 is hereby established for the Plan. Such amount may
be accumulated by the inclusion in each annual estimate a sum not exceeding
2% of the total annual estimate, or by the transfer to said reserve of surplus funds
in the fund balance, or by the addition to said reserve of income earned from
the investment of the funds in such reserve, or by such combination of said
methods as the Administrators may deem proper.

When the amount of the reserve is at a maximum, any amount expended
therefrom shall be restored by one or more of the aforesaid methods, as
Administrators may deem proper.
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F. Duties of Plan Participants
Participants in the plan hereby established shall be subject to the following
standards, conditions, rules and regulations:

1. Parficipants shall cooperate fully with the Administrators in  the
administration of the plan, and shall prepare and file with the
Administrators such reports and information as may be requested.

2. Each participant shall maintain a record of all injuries received by
employees in the course of their employment. Reports of accidents shall
be filed promptly to the Administrators of the plan.

3. Participants shall promptly furnish all pertinent information relative to any
claim, and shall aid in the investigation of any claim.

4. The Administrators shall report to the Legislature failure of a participant to
file required reports and the Legislature may take such action as it deems
proper as provided herein.

5. Each participant shall develop and enforce a safety program or programs
designed for the reasonable and adequate protection of the lives, health,
and safety of employees.

6. The Administrator may submit to the County Legislature a list of positions of
employment for which medical examinations shall be required together
with medical standards for each position. Each participant shall require
an employee appointed to a position on such list to have a medical
examination prior to employment, except in an emergency; in which
event, a medical examination shall be made as soon after the date of
employment as is practical. The cost of such examination shall be an
expense of the plan. Employment will be contingent upon successful
passing of the medical examination.

G. Excess or catastrophe insurance

The Administrators, subject to approval of the County Legislature, may, on
behalf of the plan, purchase excess or catastrophe insurance, the cost of such
insurance being an administrative expense of the plan.

H. Expulsion

The Legislature may by resolution expel a participant for failure to observe the
rules and regulations adopted, or for any violation of the provisions of the NYS
Workers' Compensation Law. That participant shall be nofified in writing, at least
60 days prior to the effective date of expulsion, and such expulsion shall not
relieve a participant from paying its share of the outstanding liabilities of the
plan at the date of expulsion.

The Public Hearing on the 2017 Budget was called to order by the Chair at
6:00 P.M. Seven Legislative members were present, Legislators Monell and
Mullen being absent.

There were four people in aftendance along with Budget Officer Rita
Hollenbeck.

The Clerk read the legal notice as published in the official newspapers.
Rita Hollenbeck, Budget Officer gave the 2017 budget presentation.

“Honorable Members of Tioga County Legislature and the Citizens of
Tioga County.

“I present to you the proposed Tentative County budget for 2017.

“The tax cap confinues to be a major constraint. The NYS Tax Cap
Calculation for 2017 allowed a mere 0.16% increase. This equated to
approximately $36,288.00 potential tax levy increase for the county. Expenditure
increase for salaries alone were 10 times this allowed tax levy increase.

“Departments again were asked and did their very best to keep their
costs neutral. Most increases were due to contractual obligations for both
employee salaries and the Count’s contracted services.

“The overall gap between the proposed county expenditures and
revenues has decreased in 2017, though there still remains a deficit. | propose
using a total of $1,077,033 to bridge this gap. This is a decrease of $680,511 or
38% from 2016.

“I will continue to preach that reliance on the fund balance, additional
borrowing for infrastructure needs, or cutting nonmandated services is not
feasible or sustainable. More than 86% of the County services and associated
costs are state mandated. Non mandated services that are left have been
trimmed all they can. Previous financial forecasting of historical trends
predicted insufficient fund balances to continue operations while staying within
the state imposed tax cap in four short years. Several circumstances have
changed and | will be updating the four year financial plan out to the year 2020.
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“There is good news here. First | applaud the Legislature’s vision and
understanding as they supported economic development, shared services and
aggressively applied for and secured additional state grants. This alone
accounts for over $700,000 in additional revenue for the 2017 proposed budget.

“Department Heads and the Legislature have a common goal of holding
the line on spending while maintaining services to our taxpayers. The 2017
proposed budget has a 1.07% decrease to the General Fund expenses. This is
the 2nd consecutive year we have had a 1% decrease in the General Fund
appropriations.

“We actually ended 2015 with a surplus to the General Operating Fund
Balance. As we approach year end 2016 | am projecting less of a deficit or
draw on fund balance than anticipated.

“The 2017 budget and beyond will recognize increased sales tax,
occupancy tax, and gaming funds. The additional sources of revenue are
compliments of Tioga Downs, Crown Cork & Bottle, and Nichols Cross Dock. At
this fime it is difficult fo predict the overall fiscal impact to the county, but these
local efforts have narrowed the budget gap while creating jobs in Tioga County.
| believe the additional revenue will have a maturity date though, and should
not be relied on to heavily. While the stream lasts, | strongly recommend the
additional revenue be set aside to rebuild depleted capital reserves and
maintain strong funds balances.

“In 2017 the County continues to share sales tax with the towns and
villages. I'll remind everyone that some counties have needed to reduce this
distribution or eliminate it altogether to help balance their budgets. We
estimate distributing over $4,600,000.00 in the proposed 2017 budget.

“We continue the same level of funding to outside agencies at a net cost
of $689,363. We value the services they provide and there would be a negative
trickledown fiscal impact to all budgets across the county if the services were
cut, not to mention the impact to our citizens.

“2017 marks the sixth consecutive budget year Tioga County has stayed
under the State imposed property tax cap. The six year average increase in the
tax levy dropped to 1.58% each year.

“Now for the best news. There will be no tax levy increase for the 2017
proposed budget. The 2017 county tax levy will remain level with 2016. 0% is
better than 2% when it comes to taxpayers in our county. | would challenge all
other taxing entities across this county to renew their efforts for shared services,
cost containment and efficiencies.
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“The county tax levy for 2017 is $22,161,628 and Solid Waste's is $1,023,742.
The total combined County Tax Levy is $23,185,370.00

“Under the proposed budget we are under the tax cap and will have
minimal rollover funds moving into the 2018 budget year.

“The Composite Tax Rate is $8.99 per $1,000.00 of taxable value. The
average assessed $100,000 home will pay $899.00 in county taxes. Tax rates will
vary from town to town due to the state established equalization rates and the
town's apportionment percent.

“The county continues to qualify in 2017 for Property Tax rebates. Prior
year rebates have ranged from $20 to $100. Tioga County's approved plan for
past year efficiencies has certainly proven to contain county government
spending. The Tax Rebate initiative allows a year to year increase of the
residents’ tax bills to be refunded if applicable criteric are met and the
government entity is eligible. Since inception Tioga County has been eligible.

“I would like to thank the County Legislature, department heads and all
county employees for their participation in the annual budget process. Special
recognition and thanks to the Treasurer’s staff, Personnel and Real Property for
their added participation in the budget process.

“The proposed tax levy cannot be increased after tonight's hearing
without an additional public hearing.”

It was my last year on the job. It was Shelley’s first night as a Sergeant and it was
raining that night, and it was cold. It was one of those late/early spring winter is
not quite over, days and evenings we get here in Tioga County where you might
be 70 in the afternoon and wake up with four inches of snow on the ground. It
was that kind of night. It was a dark night, a scary night, the kind of night that
makes a Bishop want to kick out a stained glass window. | was working the
Barton post and you guys call it 2 in Apalachin and 3 in Nichols, and Shelley is a
professional and one of the reasons the State Police in Owego and the Tioga
County Sheriff's Department are one of the rare incidents where there is not a
lot of consternation between the froopers and the State Police is because of the
quality of the people on both sides of the river.

“I was backing Shelley up on a very serious personal injury automobile
accident on Shepherd Road in the Town of Barton. It was about 9:00 o’'clock or
so at night, dark, rainy, nasty. We get down there and we cannot find an
accident, where is it We cannot find the wreck and ambulances are coming,
the fire department is there, no one can find this car, and then we hear from a
house that set back off the road the homeowner, “hey, they are up here”, a
good 400 or 500 feet off the road. Okay, so we drive up there up to the house
expecting to find the car crashed up in the yard near the house. There is no car.
There is just the homeowner out there in the rain with a flashlight. We said well
where is ite It's over there. We look over. He had clipped a tree in the front
yard probably 20 feet or better above the road surface, the front yard. The car
ripped into three parts. Literally the engine and the front end of it was hanging
in the tree next to the tree that he cut in half. The rear end was down in the
ditch along Shepherd Road. The front end was over the top of a boat.

“Still no operator. Where is he and Shelley and | were looking around and
it was her first night as a Sergeant and she was, “Dennis you got to help me with
this”. She says, “what do | do, is it a fatal, is it a missing persone” | said | do not
know, | am just glad 911 gave it to you. The homeowner comes out and goes,
“hey who moved my boat”. Ought oh, he was ejected from the car, hit the
boat, a big 24 footer, drove it off the boat trailer, bent the tongue of the boat,
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he flipped up and went inside the boat through the tarp of the boat and he was
down in there. People think | tell stories about being from the road and that |
am always lying. Is this frue, that is where we found him. What do you expect, it
is going to be a sad story right, he is dead, he has got to be. Nope, a bump on
the head. He was drunk as three men could ever get drunk, bump on his head.
We think he is dead. Ambulance is there, ALS, they are putting stuff on him, they
are starting to load and getting him out of there and we are helping. We are all
covered soaking wet, firemen, everybody is out there working. We get him out
on the gurney. We get him out of the boat. He pops awake, “what the hell is
going on, let me out of here”. He starts fighting with us. We end up taking him
down to the Packer that night.

“That just goes to show a quick story and Shelley’s dedication. She is a
true friend, an outstanding police officer, a good supervisor, and if anybody is
friends with her on Facebook, they know the world is black and white with
Shelley. There is good and there is bad, and | can tell you today is a day that
the people of Tioga County should have a little sadness in their heart because
they are not as protected as well today as they were on November 30, 2016.
Shelley thank you for your service.”

Sheriff Howard spoke. “It goes a lot to say looking at her career, Sergeant
Bogart started in the jail as a Corrections Officer and like three years later was
promoted fo Sergeant. It does not stop there. She wants to get on the road.
She goes to the road and it was my honor and we got together and had a
Sergeant’s opening, and promoted Sergeant Bogart. There was really no
question and have you ever worked days, you never got to work days did you?
| do not ever remember seeing her on the day shift. It has always been a night
shift and a swing shift, which is a tough shift fo do because once a week she is
doing a double. It was my honor to have her as a Sergeant and it goes to show
the respect that she has by all the men that showed up this evening to wish her
well and we wish her well at the Sheriff's Office and we were very proud to have
her.”

Michele Bogart spoke. “I am not very good at this. Thank you guys for
coming, | appreciate it and | appreciate all the kind words. When | started in
1989 my mother did not speak to me for two weeks because | was just out of
college, | had a business administration degree, always had wanted to be a
cop, was in the Explorer Program with the Village Police Department when | was
14 and my mother was always adamantly against it and said you know, no you
are going to be a secretary or you are going to do something calm. She did not
live to see me go from the jail to the road, but she did not talk to me for two
weeks when | started, but | think it is safe to say that if she could see now, | think
she would be happy with what | chose to do and | hope | made some
differences in people’s lives. | know a lot of people have made a big difference
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in mine. | worked with and for an amazing group of men and women and |
thank you very much for the opportunity. | will miss the people, but mostly not
the job.”

WHEREAS: Land banks are charitable, not-for-profit corporations entitled and
authorized to take control and redevelop vacant, abandoned, and/or tax-
delinquent properties to rebuild communities and foster local economic
development; and

WHEREAS: Vacant and abandoned properties present a danger to the health
and safety of local residents, result in costs and loss of revenues to local
governments, and discourage further investment in the community; and

WHEREAS: The Tioga County Property Development Corporations’ (TCPDC)
mission will be to foster economic and community development by acquiring,
holding, managing, developing and marketing distressed, vacant, abandoned
and underutilized residential and commercial properties; and

WHEREAS: The TCPDC will have the authority to acquire, redevelop, and
improve tax delinquent, vacant or abandoned property, thereby providing a
mechanism for municipalities o manage blighted properties and convert them
to productive uses; and
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WHEREAS: Said TCPDC would acquire properties through a variety of means
including the conveyance of property directly by the foreclosing governmental
unit as part of a tax foreclosure, purchase of the property or purchase the tax
lien on a property; and

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A. Participation

In addition to the County, participation in the plan shall be available to the
Tioga County Soil and Water Conservation District, all of the towns and villages
located within the geographical boundaries of Tioga County, and active
volunteer firefighters pursuant to provisions of New York State Workers’
Compensation Law Section 63.

B. Entry and Withdrawal and Payment of Outstanding Liabilities

New Participants as defined in Paragraph A hereof and other than those in the
Plan at the time of its adoption, shall be admitted as of January first, following
the date of application for participation; provided, however, that a certified
copy of a resolution of the governing body of the applicant shall be filed with
the Administrators by the preceding July first.

A partficipant may withdraw from the plan effective at the end of a fiscal year
by filing with the Administrators on or before the preceding July first a certified
copy of a resolution of its governing body electing to withdraw from the plan.

As a condition of withdrawal from the Plan, the participant must enter into a
withdrawal agreement with Tioga County and must agree to pay in a lump sum
or the Administrators may, subject to the approval of the County Legislature,
permit such payment to be made in installments, an equitable share of the
outstanding liabilities of the Plan as of the date of withdrawal. If payment of the
equitable share of the outstanding liabilities of the Plan is to be made in
installments, an installment payment plan and other necessary terms and
condifions shall be set forth in the withdrawal agreement. For purposes of this
paragraph, the phrase “equitable share of outstanding liabilities of the Plan”
shall mean all of those current and open compensation cases originating from
the participant and included in the Plan on or before the effective January 1st of
the participant’s withdrawal from the Plan, and all those compensation cases
originating from the participant which are closed as of the date of withdrawal
but which in the judgement of the Administrators are likely to be re-opened after
the January 1st withdrawal date. The Administrators shall hire an actuary to
obtain an actuarial assessment in order to determine the withdrawing
participant’s equitable share of the outstanding liabilities.

C. Apportionment of Costs

Each participant shall be liable to pay their proportionate share of the cost of
participation in the Plan, including all administrative costs and expenses, using
the following formula:

Thirty-five percent (35%) shall be apportioned to each participant in the
proportion that the full valuation of its taxable real property bears to the
aggregate full valuation of all participants. The county’s proportionate share
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shall include the total full valuation of all towns within Tioga County including
those who may not be participating in the self-insurance plan.

Thirty-five percent (35%) shall be based on the proportion each participant’s
gross annual payroll bears to the total payroll of all participants, using the total
payroll from the last full calendar year immediately preceding issuance of the
bills (example, use 2015 payroll for 2017 bills).

Thirty percent (30%) shall be based on the proportion that each participant’s
claims utilization bears in relation to the aggregate losses of the Plan. Claims
utilization includes any payments made related to the claim(s) for a
participant’s employee(s). A five consecutive year claim utilization average will
be used for each participant, to be phased in by using a four consecutive year
claim utilization average for 2017 bills. Starting in 2018 and thereafter five
consecutive year claim utilization will be used.

D. Payment by Participants

Each participant will receive their annual bill for the fiscal year at the start of the
fiscal year. Each participant shall pay the County Treasurer half of their annual
bill by January 31 of the current year and the remaining half of the bill by July 31
of the current year.

E. Reserve

A reserve of $6,000,000.00 is hereby established for the Plan. Such amount may
be accumulated by the inclusion in each annual estimate a sum not exceeding
2% of the total annual estimate, or by the transfer to said reserve of surplus funds
in the fund balance, or by the addition to said reserve of income earned from
the investment of the funds in such reserve, or by such combination of said
methods as the Administrators may deem proper.

When the amount of the reserve is at a maximum, any amount expended
therefrom shall be restored by one or more of the aforesaid methods, as
Administrators may deem proper.

F.  Duties of Plan Participants
Participants in the plan hereby established shall be subject to the following
standards, conditions, rules and regulations:

1. Participants shall cooperate fully with the Administrators in  the
administration of the plan, and shall prepare and file with the
Administrators such reports and information as may be requested.

2. Each participant shall maintain a record of all injuries received by
employees in the course of their employment. Reports of accidents shall
be filed promptly to the Administrators of the plan.
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3. Participants shall promptly furnish all pertinent information relative to any
claim, and shall aid in the investigation of any claim.

4. The Administrators shall report to the Legislature failure of a participant to
file required reports and the Legislature may take such action as it deems
proper as provided herein.

5. Each participant shall develop and enforce a safety program or programs
designed for the reasonable and adequate protection of the lives, health,
and safety of employees.

6. The Administrator may submit to the County Legislature a list of positions of
employment for which medical examinations shall be required together
with medical standards for each position. Each participant shall require
an employee appointed to a position on such list to have a medical
examination prior to employment, except in an emergency; in which
event, a medical examination shall be made as soon after the date of
employment as is practical. The cost of such examination shall be an
expense of the plan. Employment will be contingent upon successful
passing of the medical examination.

G. Excess or catastrophe insurance

The Administrators, subject to approval of the County Legislature, may, on
behalf of the plan, purchase excess or catastrophe insurance, the cost of such
insurance being an administrative expense of the plan.

H. Expulsion

The Legislature may by resolution expel a participant for failure to observe the
rules and regulations adopted, or for any violation of the provisions of the NYS
Workers' Compensation Law. That participant shall be nofified in writing, at least
60 days prior to the effective date of expulsion, and such expulsion shall not
relieve a parficipant from paying its share of the outstanding liabilities of the
plan at the date of expulsion.
